The Chilians Preparing for De-
cisive Action,

A BENSATIONAL REFPORT.

That the End of the Rebellion is Near
at Hand - Balmaoeda's Ohanoes

quimbo within a short time. Itis
evdenced not only by sthe fact of
the massing of 10,000 to 12,000
guvarument troops at that port,
and the eending of the Balma-
cevnn fleet north, some days sioce,
but sleo by the news that the
American, English, German and
Frencli squadrons are now assemn-
bled in Coquimbo bay to see that
the rights of the citizens of their
respective countries are not in-
fringed upon. The Esmeralda
and Aconcegus, of the insurgemt
fleet, are bovering off the port
aleo, and itis eaid the Ainazone
and Cochrane are not far away.
That a decisive land setion 18
perrling near Cogquimbo is con-
tirned froin all sources of mforma-
tion at commmand. The insurgents
are mwost anxious o secure Co-
guninlo, as it has one of the finest
harbore in all Chili. It is report-
ed here that tne insurgent army
has recently been supplied with
arms and ammunition, and it is
believed that some of these have
been smuggled out of the Unpited
States in the steamshipa plying
between San Francisco and the
Chilian insurgent ports, and that
the rest have been brouglt into
the ingurgents’ territory  throngh
Pern and Bolivia, which are very
willing to add all in their power to
their foe's discomtiture, ﬂjis also
thought that arme and ammuni
tion have come ucroes the ocean
in British vessels. All thoss who
are opposed to the government
and wish to leave Valparaiso .or
the other "government ports are
perwitted to do so. The con-
gressions! troops to the number of
5010 were landed at Caldera on
July 20th, and 4000 more at Huas-
¢o. They came from Iquique, and
are preparing a descent upon Co-
quimbo and the southern prov-
inces. “'I think that the rebellion
will be at an end before another
month hae passed.””

A

Wisuixaron, July <€9.—The
Chillan congreesional envoys em-
phatically deny the reports from
Santiago to the effect that 1000
soldiers of the congreesional army
at Iquique refused to leave there
when ordered to Atacama because
they had received no jay. The
eoldiers of the Iquique govern-
ment, they say, are volunteers;
but, aside from this fact, the gov-
ernment has plenty of money with
which to pay them. Balmaceds,
they affirm, sought to negotiate a
loan in Europe, also in the United
States, but was unsuccessful. The
government of Balmaceda, they
asgert, has made no progress since
the commencement of the revolu-
tion, and each month since it be-
gan has experienced losses., Tiu
envoys say they have been as fol
lows: In January, the navy; iu
Febrnary, the province of Tar
paca; in March, the province u:
Antafogasta; in April, the province
of Tacua; in May, the province o
Atacama; in June, lLobos Guano
Islands, and during the preeent
month, the valley of Huasco.
Balisaceda has not, the envoys in-
sist, been able to recover any of
Lis losses which his government
sustained.

Bax Fraxcisco, July 29.—The
steamer Montserrat returned from
Chili this morning. The Mont-
gerrat brings 1327 tons of nitrate.
Captain Hughes eavs much of the
information received here concern-
ing affairs in Chili bas been er-
roneous and sengational to a de-
gres. There has been no fighting
to sperk of for three months, and
som tiring, telegraphed here as
dea ¢rute battles, did not amount
to s much as u mational ealute
from the old Fort Point smooth
bores. The last firing that an

one took notice of was 1:; the Baiy-
maceda torpedo cruisera, Lynch
and Condell, aided by the Imper-
iale, They paraded up and down
the coast for four or five days, fir-
ing their guns, but taking pains to
hit nothing, except at Pisagua
where they dropped a couples o
shells that killed a few people, not
to exceed half a dozen. n the

que, where the Huascar, O'Hig-
gins and Magalleans were lying.
Here they fired a few rounds at
long range, but it is not known
whether their gunscontained any-
thing besides blank cartrldges,
for no shot or shell was observed
tc reach anywhere near, They
took no chances whateverof a re-
turn fire, and the Baltimore and
Charleston, which were anchored
in .he harbor, did not take the
paing to move out of range, so lit-
tie was a conflict expected.
The wvessel had no difficult
whatever in obtaining a fall
cargo of npitrate at Pisagua.
The mines are wostly inthe handas
of Engligh capitalists, and are be-
ing worked to their utmost capa-
city. Thereis no lack of labor
from the fact that the congres-

gienal party does not conscript,

and there are plenty of peroonu'
who prefer to dig nitrate to enter-
ing thearmy. In suwmming upthe
situation Captain Hughes eays
that the insurgents are badly in
need of generals amd admirals,
Their plans were discovered too
soon to permit of their getting all
the men they wanted into the
movement, and the most brilliant
of the country’s warriors on land
and pea took to the woods figura-
tively speaking. Moat of the vet-
erans who conducted the briiliant
campaign against Peru are off in
Europe waiting for the battle cloud
to go by and indieste vhich way
the=tzuegle will terminate. There
sceni> 0 be no prc Roci of wa iu-
mediate settlement, unless Balma-
ceda forces was by the aid of the
new vessels now en reute to the
sceae of conflict from Europe. If
they reach Cnili without fallin
into the hands of the congressiona
party party, the tide of battle will
undoubtedly torn in the direction
of Balm a's forces. Heiscred-
ited with being morz ol a states-
man than any man in Chili, but
his methods are tov harah to ren-
der him popular.

A BREAVE INVENTOR.

Experimeuted Upon Himusell and
the Hosult Was His Death,

Wess Cirv, Mo., July 29, —John
Thomas, an eccentric old man,
who bas devoted much time to the
study of electricity, has been
found dead in his work shop, hav-
ing killed himeelf in order to test
the correctness of Lis theory of
electroeution.

He claimed the manner in
which the wires were applied Lo
Kemmler at Auburn prigon was
totally wrong, and was liable to
cause torinre. His theory was to
place one electrode over the pit of
the stomach and the other at the
back, pasaing the corrent through
the great ganglion ot the pneno-
gaslric nerve, causing iustant par-
alysis of the heart and lungs.
When found he huad constructed
an ingeniong apparatus, and the
strength  of the current  was
shown to be only 1200 volte
There was no burn or blister on
Lis body.

CHAIRMAN QUAY ASKED XNOT
TO RESIGN,

AN IMPORTANT TAEATY.

San Domingo and the United States
Negotiating.

New Yonuxk, July 20.—The World
eays it i3 able to lay before its
readers information of the conclu-
gion of an important treaty of re-
ciprocity between the United
States and San Domingo. The
treaty was negotiated by Manuel
D. J. Galvan, minister plenipoten-
tiary and envoy extraordinary on
the part of San Domingo, and
John W. Foster, special eommis-
gioner, on the part of the United
States, and was signed in Wash-
ington June 4th. Under the
terms of the McKinley bill the
treaty does nct require ratification
by the senate. As Senor Galvan
was suecially suthorized by the
government to carry on the nego-
tiations, and was granted full
power to sign the convention, the
treaty will go into force without
delay. September 1st is the day
fixed upon. Thefull text will be
officially published within a few
days. Both Secretary Blaine and
the president haye approved the
treaty. Secretary Suarez, of the
Dominician legation, has just re-
turned to the city from & tying
trip to San Domingo, where he
laid the text of the comnvention be-
fore President Heureaux, and re-
ceived his indorsement on July
Sth. The treaty follows closely
the lines laid down in the con-
vention with Brazil.

The new reciprocity trealy nego-
tiated between the Uuited :tates
and San Domingo, under the terms

of the terms of the McKinley tarifi

act, will be proclaimed in both

countries at an early date next

month. The Cuban reciprocity
with Spain will also be proclaimed

about the same time.
