quantities at great depihs. The
gold found in gquartz veins is rich-
est near the surface, amd asany
considerable depth is reached the
gold becomes less inqnantity until
it finaly *“plays out.” XNot so
with siiver. Silver ores are profit
ably worked at a depth of 1,000 to
5,000 feet below the surface, and
often vein that atforded gold near
the suriace lose their value as gold
mines when a considerable depth
is reached, but may still furnish
silver in paying qnantitivs, In
connection with the fact the rich-
est gold deposits are invariably
fonnd near the surinee of the
eartl, it may be wentioned that
all the countries which were at
first noted as gold producers, have
finally given ap their gold and
only retain prominence as silver

countries, The wmost conspicuous !

examples are Pern amd Mexico.
Wien they tirst became known te
the Spaniands they were incon-
ceivable rich in gold.  After being
worked fur nearly 490 years thes
have heeome destitute of goll and
furnish only silver. It thus seems
to be entirely possible to exhaunst
the gold deposits, and, 8o fur as
known, it has been done in all the
region frum Peru north to Mexico,
while {hie process ol exhiaustion is
guing on in North Awmerica and
Austrulin,  Unless some [resh dis-
coveries shall be made in Alaska
or Greenland, or in Patagonis, the
titie is not far distant when the
gold supplies of the new world will
have heen worked out. Europe
and Asis are uot likely to farnish
any fresh lind, and the ouly hope
for the gold hunters is in Alica.
As an evidence of the futility of
expecting gold discoveries from
any deed borings it i3 only neces-
miry to examinve a little the condi-
tions under which goid oceura on
the surface. It inyarinbly occurs
in being of quartz and granite
which have been cast up from very
great depths. Often a range of
mountains containing gold-bear-
ing veins shows that it has been
forced through bodies of rock and
parth hundreds of miles thick.
This matter which was displaced
by the granite pushing its way
trom below has had its luyers or
strata disrupted to such a degree
that they are turned up ene edge
and thus the limestone, slate and
gandstone stragfication that once
overlaid the grarite to the thick-
ness of hundreds of miles is so
placed that its onee vertical depth
can be piainly measured horizon-
tally. But in all this rock no gold
is fonad until 1t is reachied in the
quartz and granite which came up
from vast depthe below. Gold is
only found in ridges and ranges of
mountaing which traverse the
globe in a northerly and southerly
direction; but never in  those
which run east and west,
