CHILI'S NEW MHIPS,

Insurgents Tryving to Have Them

ironclads, President Pinto and Er-
razuriz, It appears that $15,000
was offered an English maritime
officer in the service of the Chilian
government if he would undertake
to biow up the Eurrazuriz. He
refused the offer with indignation.
While the vessel was in the har-
bor of Lisbon suspicious boats
were seen approaching on several
occasions, but the careful ontlook
on the vessel kept them at bay.
While the Pinto was at Toulon a
party of men attempted to join the
crew. They looked so unlike sail-
ors that a suspicion was aroused
and the commander concluded t.
reject them, although in need «
men. Prool afterwards came 1.
his knowledge that these men ha:l
peen engaged to sink the shijp
There is also reason to believe
that the running ground at Toulon
was owing to treachery. The com-
mander was so convinced of this
that he sent a report to that effect
to Paris. The Errazurizis slready
safe at sea,and it is understood the
Pinto will soon be in a position to
follow, and their arrival will put
an end to the revolution,

The Old Fight Oyer Again.

Derrorr, Aug, 10.—Great excite-
ment prevailed at Windsor, Can-
ada, Seturday evening. Citizene
who have a leaning toward Amer-
ican principles and government
decorated their places of business
in honor of the Grand Army of the
Republic celebration in this city.
Minister of Militia Caron was
telegraphed by the Windsor roy-
alists, who were wrathy because
the Canadians made so much of
what they termed the ““d—d Amer-
icanism,”’ and requested that he
instruct the anthorities at Windeor
to remove the decorations. This
order waas telegraphed to Windsor,
and the aid of the Essex county
fusiliers had to be called upon.
When the Windsor Americans
saw the law waa imperative and
that they must obey, the fags
were removed, but not until sev-
eral equabbles, in which stones,
ete., were hurled, had occurred.

Loxpox, August 10,—The re-
cently formed union of London
clerks made a brave show in Hyde
Park yesterday. They went there
to protest againat long hours and
other grievances. Many women

marched in the procession, which
was very respectable. The places

of the clerks are so easily illed )
that until recently they were
afraid to form a union for fear of a
wveneral discharge, but learning
that they had not only the sym-
pathy of the public but also the
gnod will of many emvloyers, who
were willing to do better if all
employes were on anequal footing,
the union was formed. Tone rain
bad a dampening eftect, but the
speeches were none the less em-
phatic, as well as reasonable.

Matiels In the Irlsh Factloms.

Loxpox, Aug. 10.—The situation
of the Irish party does not seem to
improve with Dillon and ’Brien
out of prison. (’Brien maintains
comparative seclusion, and Dillon,
who was williLg at first to be ag-
gressive against Parnell, has, it is
said, almost concluded not to take
a share in the struggle between
the two factions. The reported
scandal in the family of an Irish
member of ruliament opposed to
Parnell will probably not come
before the pnblic. The first wile
is Baid to have accepted the offer-
ed compromise, and will maintain
the reticence on the subject which
she has maintained for veurs,

Traln Ditched hy n Nteer,

FraGstary, Ariz., Aug, 10.—The
Califurnia express was ditched last
evening by running into a steer at
Riordan, seven mifeu west of this
place.  The engine mail and
smoker went down an ewmbank-
ment twenty feet, causing a delay
of fourteen hours. Fireman
Downs was badly scalded and
burned. All the passengers es-
caped injury.

Culjure In Mexico Ulty.

Mexico City is a far more cul-
tivated capital than is generally
supposed. You may have as good
schools here as anywhere, There
are collges for women and men.
There is & great national museum,
a fine art gatlery, which containg
a number of the old masters, and
the people have their social clubs
and their literarp  societies.
Mexico has its poets, and while
I have been here its poet laurate
has recited a patriotic poem at a
public ceiebration. It has its
noveliets and its historians, and
nowhere in the world will you
tind & more general love for music
amony all cla-ses of people. Every
Mexican city has its plaza or
Central park, containing floweis,
trees, seats and a band stand, and
several times & week the guvern-
ment and other bands give here
iree open air concerts. In Mexico
City every Sunbay wmorning you
may hear delicious music by one
of the best bavds of the world in
the Plaza Mayor. From 12
o'clock 1o 1 the whole city turns
out and takes a promenade in  the
Alimada, another great park, and
here also an excellent Lband plays
at this time., In th: evening
there is more music in the plaza,
and this great square of ten acres
is filled with men, women and
children of all ages and costumes.
There are hundreds of persons
who move about under big hats
with bright blankets thrown
around their ghioulders over their
cotton suita, Their dark-faced
wivea in red skirts and white
waivis, with only thuir eyes sliow-
ingout of the blueor black rehos-
s8 which they have drawn around
beir heads, walk by their sides,
wad  haif naked little children
rot along in bare feet and heads
begidethem. Many of the women
have babies wrapped up in their
rebcea shawl or slung upon their
backs, and iu many cases the
men carried the babies® llere a
couple of loversgo along hand in
bhand, or with arm of the man
around the waist of the sweet-
heart or wife, and all listen to the
music and criticise i1t and enjoy it.
There are aleo the rich in the
pleza. Men and women. as well
dressed as yon will see them in
New York, and not a few Spanish
maidens are walking slowly along
dressed in black with black
thawls on their prelty heads and
their great soullul eyves peeping
out all the more strikingly from
this somber background. These
maidens are always accompained
by their nwges or muthers, who
act a8 their chaperons to ward
off the attentions of gay youth
of the capital. The order in such
& crowd is something wonderful.
Mexico is a much better regula-
ted city than New York, and
there ig no brawling or noise.

FIRE FIEND'S WORK.

Spokape Has to Submit to a
Scerching Flame.

A LODGING HOUSE BURNED.

Many Persons Beriously Injured by
Jomping From Third Btery Win-
dows—The Bafferers.

Srokasg, Aug. 10.—At 3:30 this
morning fire was discovered in
Conway’s lodging house, corner
Second and Mill.

Just across from him on the east
side of the bumilding was a negro
oamed Washington. His hands
and arms were terribly burned. Fe
will die,

A man named Cireen jumped
from athird story window and is
injured internally. He can hard-
ly recover.

J. H. Dwyer jumped from a
third story window. His injuries
were a broken arm.
