LONT HIN LIFE,

But Will he Neted us an African
Explorer,

Pais, Aug. 11.—A telegram re-
ceived in Paris from  Drazzaville,
in the French Congocountry, scals
the fate of the Paul Crampel ex-
pedition, and places the young
explorer among the marlyrs ol
science and exploration. ‘This
telegram, dated July I7th, says
that Crampel was assassinated on
April 9th, with Mohammed Ben
Said, the Arab interpreter, amd
two Senegal skirmishers, in the
wilderness  toward  Baghirmi.
Crampel left France a year ago
last march with the hope ol open-
ing up the way from the Congo to
l.ake Tchad across the unknown
country to the rich lands of Dag-
hirmi, Corno and Sokota,

Crampel, who was less than 30
yearg of age at the time oi his
death, first went to French Congo
in 1585 s secretary to De Brazza.
The following year he obtained
authority to explore all the region
lying between Lastourville on the
Ogowe, and the rivers Benito and
Campo, a district completely un-
known aml with which it was
important for Frenchmen to bhe
better avguainted,  Oa August 12,
1888, lus little compaay, i which
he was the only Fuoeopan, el
Lastourvitle and penetrated into
the country ol tive pisties,  Then
baving reached  the  northern
boundary of the French  posses-
sions he turned toward the coast.
During this expedition for a Jdiplo-
mutie reason he aceepted a mne-
year-old daughter ot a vowerind
Pabionin chief as a present. and
this girl accompanied him later to
France and afterward on = ill-
fated  expedition.  The warch
towand the coast through the for-
est and acrosg the marshes anit
amidst hostile peoples was one ol
great guffering and puivation, but
finally bearing with hiw volumin-
ousg notes  and  collections,  he
vioerged at the French post. Al
thongh his last expe hition hos =o
sally Dailed its results sre not un
important, and Fis previct s carees
@ such as to give him his own
peculiar place among even the
preat African explorers,

11.—The re-
port that huscome up from San
Salvador that the Pacific Mail
gteamship City of Panama has
heen detained by the anthories of
=an Sulvador at La Libertad was
coulirmed last night by Superin-
tendent H. J. Bulley, of the Paci-
fie Mail compuany. “We received
a dispateh  thus merning from
Captain White of the City of Pan-
ama,™said Mr. Bullay, “which
gives 13 vary meager information,
:nd has evidently been through
the hands of the San Salvador
authorities. We gatber from the
dispatch, however, that there
sere some  puelitical refugees
abuoarid the City of Panama, either
vitizens o} Guatemala or San Sal-
vadvr., whom the San Balvador
zovernment wanted to get hold of.
I'he City of Panama lett La Union
on August 8 without the regular
permit of clearance papers. Capt-
White had waited long aiter the
allotted time for his papers, and
=0 he started ofl’ without them, as
is often « .ne in special cages and
in case of etress of weather and the
like,  Our  steamsghips  cannot
atlord to be delayed at one of the
Central American ports over time,
We have o contract with  these
Central American repnblies to car-
rv their matls, and if onr ships are
lield in one place the other coun-
tries suller.  When Captain White
2ot tu La Libertad,anotherdemand
wiis mude for the refugeas, appar-
ently, amnd then the vessel was
s4zed. Whether it was on ac-
count of the failure to give up the
reingees or on account of Captain
White's leaving La Union witnout
4 permit, doeg not appear. At
last acconnts the United States
war vessel Ringer was at La Lib-
ertad, and, althonugh she is not a
Jdangerons craft, 1 think she will
in=wer the purpose in the case of
the Ban Salvadorians il necessary.
We will probably fiave more deti-
nite intormation  from Caplain
White in a day or twe.”
