MORE WAR VESSELS

Seizure of Panama Demonstrates
the Necessity.

CHARLESTON GOES TO CHINA,

Refugess Ou Buard of the Panawa Will
b Protected—No Action as
Yet Takeo,

Wasiiseron, Aug.,  13.—The
seiznre of the Pacific Mail steamer
Tity-of "anama by the Salvadorian
anthorities may result in the send-
ing of United Stutes war vessels to
these waters.  How to meet this
posgible contingency is something
that is bothering the aavy officials.
I'here are only three vessels now
at  San  Froncisco besides the
Charleston, which is ordered to
China, and it ig «qunestionable if
any of these can make the trip.
One of the trio is the PPensacola,
which arrived to-day. The others
are the Omaha, which recently re
turned from China, and ig now out
ol commission, and the Ranger,
which has within a fortnight come
up irom Nicaragna for repairs.
I'he former is the only omne that
could possibly leave soon, and as
she is bacly out of condition, her
jonrney to San Salvador would be
slow, i1 not dangerous. It has not
been deternuned that the seizure
of the City of Panamawill n cersi-
tate the presence of a mun-of-war
at La Libertad ; but to be prepared
for that contingency, the depart-
ment has been in telegraphic com-
munoication with the authorities at
san Francisco to-day about the
three ships.  The abzence of any
oflicial partizulars from  Minister
Pachecs at truatemala leaves both
the state and  navy  depart
wents indoubt as to the course to
be pursned,  If it tnros out that
the political refugees are still
m the city of Panama, the depart-
ments. to be consistent with the
position taken in the Barrundia
case, must necessanly give all pos.
sible protection te them until
some nnderstanding can be reach
ed with the Salvadorian govern-
ment. In the absence of any
detinite oificial information, Mr,
Soley  doclines to discuss what
action the navy department will
take in the matter, turther than to
say that the subject is receiving
careful  consideration, and that
the navy will not be found want-
ing when calied npon

treorge Jones, editor of the Ne o
York Times, died in Hollaw
Springs, Maine, Wednesday. L
was burn seventy-nine vears ay
at Poultney, Vt., where his fathe
gettled on coming to America frou
Wales. It was in this village tha'
Jones met Horace Greeley, and
the two boys formed a friendship
that lasted nearly hall a century.
They were employed together in a
country store and on the Vermont
Spectator, both owned by Amos
Blins, Young Jones went to New
York in 1543, and again met
Greeley, but declined an offer  of
partnership in the Tribune. Later
Jonoes went into a news agency at
Albany, and in 1851, he accepted
a salaried position of the business
oflice of the New York Times then
owned by Raymond & Weston.
Upon the Jeath of Raymond in
1564 there was a tight for the con-
wol of the paper. The largest
atock owners were Mi. Jones, the
Raymond heirs, E. B. Morgan, a
congressman, and Louis Jeunings,
an Englishman. Jennings con-
ceive | the schems of securing con-
trol of the paper by purchasing
the Raymond stock and uniting
with either Jones or Morgan,
Jones heard of this, and surceeded
in baving removed the gettlement
of the Raymond estate from the
New York courts to the courts of
Oneida county. There he suc-
ceeded in aeguiring possession  of
the Times stock beld by the Ray-
mond heirs, which gave him con-
trol of the paper. Jennings sub-
sequently suld his steck to Jones,

Wednesday saw the close of the
life of James Ruossell Lowell. lHe
spent mest of his declining years
with hig danghter, Mrs. Edward
Burnett, at Deerfoot farin, Sonth-
borough, Mass.,, and with his
grandehildren, whom he adored.
Here e did his last literary work.
Almwost to the lust he was a hard
worker. 1le has not been seen so
often in society of late as for-
merly, and np to five years agy he
seemed in robust health, It ap-
pears the poet waa taken sick
aboutl five weeks ago and two
weeks or more ago he became de-
firions. Up to Monday he recov-
ered conscionsnees only at brief
intervals. Monday afternoon he
gave the wmembers of the family

sigus of recogaition, but when the

nurses changed bedding he auf—;!
fered intensely when moved, aud;
finally said, ““Oh, why don’t you
iet me die.”” These words were
his last, He seemed from that
time to lose heart, and gradually
his life faded away. He continued
in a comatose condition until 2:15
o'clock this morning, when the
last spark of his life went out.
Beside himy in his last moments
were the sister of his lirst wife, his
danghter, Mrs. Edward Burnett
and her husband, the ex-congress-
man, ag well as the nurses and
servants of the heunrehold. Al-
though it was known he coull not
live much longer, death eeemed,
nevertheless rather nnexpected.
Transition from sleep to death was
80 easy that for a few moments
nobody in the room observed that
he bhad ceased to breathe. Ilis
eves were closed and they never
opened, Ile paseed away with
only a heavy sigh to indicate the
geparation of the great soul ifrom
the worn-out body. The funeral
will be hLeld Friday at noon in
Appleton chapel, Cambridgs.
