The Chihiar Revolutionluts lasue a
Startling Manifeato,

New York, Aug. 15,—The last
mail from Panama brings a copy
of a manifesto issued by the execu-
tive council of the Chilian revolu-
tionists June 15 last, The mani-
festo accuses Balmaceda of lying
when he stated that men of war of
every nation were in pursuitof the
insurgent veesels,and had captured
gome of them. The actaoi Balma-
cedy, both military and civil, are
mentioned in a garcastic manner,
Speaking of Balmaceda's policy,
the manifesto adds: :

"“The dictator squandered $20,-
000,000 leit in the national vaults
by previous adwinistrations, He
emitted $12,000,000 in paper mon-
ey, and has recently been author-
ized by his so-called congress to
get 6,000,000 ; and besides all this
hie used $20,000,000 unfairly appro-
priated from the issues of the
banks, This vast amount should
have been used to purchase war
material with which to resist revo-
lution, but has been spent in pay-
ing spies and bribery, Naturaliy
and logically the crdit of Chili
will euiler in foreign markets from
the effects of such proceedings.
Three things are mneedinl that
opposition may epeedily reach tin
desired end: First, to put lam
forces in motion; second, to e
fect the organization of forces;
and third, to attack tyranny in it
own locality.

“The first two have already been
accomplished, It only remains
now toattack the tyrant in his
den, and the hour draws near. The
dictator, contemplating the fate
that threatens him, has esrayed a
new intrigue to delay the evil day,
and hag proposed an armistice to
the congressional party throogh
the American admiral. The lead-
ers of the revolution regarded it
with contempt.

Terrilile Doath by n Bhot from the
Bhy,

Bincuameros, N. Y., August 15,
—It is reported that ‘Thomas
Lucas was killed by a falling star
at a gmall hamlet in Elk conunty,
Pa.

The tloor boards were re-
moved, and, embedded in Lhe
earth, was found a large picce of
rock, weighing fully twenty-five
[l'{uuu-is, which was vet warm.
This confirmed the belief that the
house had been struck by a por-
tion of an exploded meteor.

Lousy Hops.

A corrreeondent to the Engene
Journal takes a gloomy view o1 the
situation, He says the hop louse
has already begun working on the
kope and growers tell us that they
have found hops tnrning black
and rotting from the eflvets of the
louse. If such is the case the
chances for the hop growers are
very poor this year. Last year
the louse did not begin working
on the hops until about picking
time and then a large quantity
of hops were spoiied before they
could be saved, and as the louse
has already begun working on the
hops this year the chances are
that the hops will be spoiled be-
fore they are ready to pick. Mr.
Jas. Ebbert tells us that he found
hop lice away up the McKenzie
on a lone hop viue twenly five or
thirty miles from any hop yard.
He also gays he has found them on
on the leavs of maple tiees. If
*he bop louse haes come to stay the
hope wust go.

A Wondearful Lily FPend.

Twelve miles north of Norwich,
Conn., i8 one of the most wonder-
ful lily ponds in America. It is a
lake one mile in diameter, so
closely grown with lilies that dur-
ing the blossoming time it is hard
to get a glimpse of the water.
When the wind is strong and the
lilies are open the perfume of them
in perceptible a quarter of a mile
from the brink of the pond. Bo
thick are the lilies and in such
tangled masses that it is alinost
impuossible to propel a hoat in the
pond, and the lily gatherers nave
to wade for them in hip rubber
boots, Not only are the lilies ex-
traordinarily plentiful, bhui the
blossoms are more regal, perfect,
lustrous and of deeper hue than
in other ponds,
