A loaig Fbyiiotaa Fisting Be Ceald

Hot Marry Er, Conmitted the

Deed, aad Then Suicided.

Bloom ington, 111., Sept. 7. Dr.
Charles E. Ballard, of II ay brook,
111., and Miss Bertha lson, of
Baker City, Oregon, daughter of
the late Judge I son, of that place,
were found dead this morning.
Dr. Ballard is a young physician,
who came to this city, and ever
since has been importuning Miss
lson, who came here with her
mother to attend college, to marry
him. She ttiought much of him,
but begged him to postpone the
event until after her education was
completed. This morning he ap-

peared at the house and had an
interview with Miss lson in the
parlor. While talking with her
he pulled out a revolver and shot
her twice, once through the head
and once ihrouirh the heart, pro
ducing instant death. The doctor
then shot himself bve times,
dying in a few minutes.

Miss Bertha lson was the daugh
ter of the late Judge Luthea B.

Isoa, of Baier City, Or. Judge
lson was judge of the state circuit
court for the sixth judicial district.
He died last year and bis wile an
daughters have been in the East
tor several months, completing tne
young lady's education. Miss
lson is said to have been a very
handsome young lady, about 19

years of age, and has numerous
friends in .Eastern Oregon, where
her parents lived for many years.
