Aluin is
nsed by many bakers to whiten
their bread, enabling them to use
an inferior lour, It i8 most exten-
sivelyemployed as a cheap sub-
stitute for eream of tartavin the
manufactare of baking powders.

1i liag ot been consudered im-
wediately dangerous; although if
continned it induces eyspepsia
aml obhstinate cotstipation. But
the fact that many casesg of poigon
ing have occared from the uge of
alttny, puts the question in a more
serious aspect, and prudent people
will exercise caution in the eelec-
t.on of baking powders.

“Under wnat conditions then
does this snbetance—formerly used
only for wechanicial or medi-
cal pnrposes—become poisonous ?
They are certainly obscure and at
| pregent we can only smimise what
{they'may be. We suspect that
the caose exists in the individoal
poizoned ; some peculianty of the

i stomach,
| combines and forms an actiye
| poizon; or the secretions may be
Lealthy but in unusual propor-
tious; and that these le-s or gieater
proportions in combination with
the alom constitute a poison.

“For examole, two parts of
mereury and two parts oi chlorine
form Calomel, which is not
puisonous, but change the propor-
tion to o2e part mercory and two
paris of chelorine, and we get
corrogive sublimate, which is a
deadly pcison.

“Then agnin, we know nothing
of the constitutional peculiarities,
Why is it that one person can eat
all  kinds of green fruits and
vegetables with impunity, while
tacsame course might cost anothes
individual his life? One person
can bandle poison ivy and sumac
without being in the least affected |
another is puisoned if he ap-
proaches to witlin ten feet of
them. Out ol a family regiding in
a mularial district, gome of the
members will sufler halfl the year
with fever and ague, while the
other will enjoy excellent health
during the entire year. Foods
that are wholesome 1o gome  per-
song  are actually poisonons to
others. This is e:pecially trne of
some kinds of fish. There is n
safety in taking alum into the
stomach, ag it is shown to be al-
ways injurivus, and often dan-
gerous.'" * #

FAMILY ENTIRELY WIPED Of

Many Buicides Have Occurred—The Pros-
pect for the Winter /s Terrible to
Contemplates :

Beruix, Sept. 9.—From Keiff
vomes the account of a horrible
tragedy. A Jew named Kaplan,
driven to desperation an order
to leave Russia, he having been
deprived of a comfortable business
by former decrees, first shot his
aile and then one by ong. his five
children, He afterwards killed
himself Kaplan left a note, stating
the motiye for the crimes, which
was & desire to save his family
from otherwise inevitable misery.
From other paita of Rursia comes
news of tragedies attendsat on the
iailure of the haryest and the con
sequent suffering and struggle for
existence, While no cases of can-
nibaliem have been reported, there
have been several cases of mye-
tarious disappearances that are at-
tributed to suspected cannibalism,
and in Bessarabia the police are
careiully watching for evidence
against persons under suspicion.
Many euicides are stated to have
occurred among the peasintry,
who, owing tos strong religious
feeling, have been, as a rule, slow
to wommit this act. There is
nothing reassuring in Ruegian ad-
vices, and the prospect for the
winter is terrible t» contemplate.
