As Fastern
ig of a dilferent climate
nature from that of the
ern portion, much of it at
is nzed for gazing lands,
ien wa'erad is prodigous
1 of the hardier varities
of frait, wat, vegetables, ete..
and the recent session of the
lezislature has g ven great cuconr-
agewment to irrigation companies to
develop these now comyparatively
arid regions, The uplaads ol
Eastern vregon and many of the
valleys cannot be excvelled in the
preduction  of cerenls, 40 and 50
bushels to the acre is not an un
common yvield. The soil of the
Eagtern poriion of the state is
ashy and fertile never reqguiring
fertilizers, while that of the West-
ern portion is dark loam evider tiy
in a prehistoric time a const lake.
