Friday night at eundown 1nang
urated the autumnal festivities of
the Hebrews. It was the be,in-
ning oi the Rosh Hushanna, head
of the year, or New Year, and
throughout the world wherever ten
adults can assemble, they cele-
brate tie event with song and
prayer, lilting up their voices to
Ado Nai, that God, who, arcording
to ancient traditions, may not be
mentioned with uncovered head.
When the Hebrew nation dwelt in
Palestine, the New Year, besides
being a great religions ccrarion,
became one of political and indus-
trial importance. On that day the
poorest surject could approach his
monarch and pereonally make a
plea for justice. The day occurred
at a season of the vear when the
barvests had just been gathered,
and consequently was made the
time at which the farmer
brought his produce to tle
capital city and exchanged
it for the coin of the realw.
At thie period the whole nation
gathered at Jerusalem, and the
pomov and ceremoney of their an-
cient celebrations defies descrip-
tion. This occasion of rejoicing
was continued vntil Jerusalem was
destroyed and the Hebrews ceassd
to have a separate political or na-
tional existence. The ecclesiastic
viar of the Jews begins on thetirst
duy of the month of Teshri, which
