RUNNING IN CHINESE

They are Smuggled Across the
Border From Canada,

ARRESTED BY THE OFFICIALS

Caught In The Very Aot--Two Men Ar-
restod With Thom -Implicated
Offiolals.

Nracara Faus, Oct. 6.-—Not
loug ugs the Chisf of Police here
reccived information that China-
men were beiug smuggled across
the border from Csosda, being
aide 1 in eo duing by some persous
ol influcnce on the American side.
He pul detectives at work, and the
ollicers arrested two men givin
tu¢ names of Abrams Abruhams o
New York and James G. Muldoon
of Turonw. The pri-oners had
bought two railrosd tickets and
had subsequently joined two
Uhinamen, who were stopping at
& hotel near the depot.

Muldoon had in his pocket a
letter from D. M. Pomeroy, Deputy
Uniwed States Marshal at Lockport
conveyiug instructivny as to how
the Chinese might be worked
acrogs the line into the hands of
Pomeroy and another deputy
named Weaver. Expressions in
the letter indicate that United
States Cowmmissioner Pound of
Lockport and U. 8. District At-
torney Alexander, located in Buff-
alo, are also implicated. Tue four

risoners were turned over to
deputy Marshal Watte, of Buffalo,
and will bave a hearing on Moa-
day.

A FIENDISH CRIME.

Men Are Arr d on Susplcion of
Belng the Perpetrators.

Nara  Oct. 6.--Sheriff George
McKenzie has returned Lere with
two men who are suepected of be-
ingthe murders of Mrs. Green-
wood in Febroary iast. Ten days
ago hie left bere armed with a req
nigilion from Governor Markham
for the men who were then de-
tained in juil at Glendive, Mont.
They give the names of Gieorge and
J. C. Dawson and say they are
brothers, but the aothorities are
satisfied tney are not brothers.

They are held on a confession
¢iaid to have been made in a jail
in North Dakota.

The crime for which they are
hell is told as follows: A way
farer on the road from Vallejo to
Napa City early on the morning of

February 10, this year, in passiong
the home Captain John Q. Green-
wood, a wealthy rancher, found
him lying in the road, his hands
tied behind him aund his person
covered with blovd from two pisto!
wounds in his head. Hetold a
terrible tale of an assault by rob-
bers on the night previong. Two
men had attacked him, tihd him
hand and- foot and drugged
him. They had then compeiled
his wife to drink s potion of the
same drug, after which they had
botind her hands and hound her
toa bed in an adjoining room.
This done, they raneacked the
houte, displacing eve:ﬂ piece of
furniture in their search for gold,
but finding only $14 in silver.
They then appeared to leave the
house, for all was silent, and
tireenwood endeavored to free
himself, le succeeded in break-
ing the cord that bound his feet
and crept to the bedride of his
wife and called to her, but ghe did
not answer, no donbt being under
the intfluence of the drug.

After some efforts to arouse her,
Greenwood sank down exhausted
by the bed and lay there until
the clock struck 11, when he was
aroused by voices outside, The
robbers had returned lo complete
their work, They fook the cap-
tain out in the hallway, glﬁ(ml
and retied him and then ehiot him
twice in the head, Delieving him
dead they left him and returned
to where his wife lay and shot her
dead. They then left the house
for good. Greenwood mansged to
crawl to the road and was there
found.

The country about was intensely
exciled and poesea scoured 1he
hide in every direction, and ran
down every clew, but without
avail. Large rewards were offered
and under this stimulus numerons
arresis were made throughout the
state,always of the wrong men.

NICKEL STKEL PLATKS,

They 're to REe Givem Another
Bavere Test,

Wasminaros, Oct. 6.—The most
interesting and important armour
plate test, so far a8 the country is
concerned, wiil take place this
month at the naval proving ground
at Indians Head on the Potomase.
Laat year the rosults were in favor
of mickel steel as againet all steel
plates, and this year the attack
will be mainly on the former, al-
though all steel plates will be fired
at that noopportunity for practical
comparison may be lost. There
have been predictions that no
foundry on thie side of the Atlan-
tic could supply armour plate fcr
the new United States vessels of
war, and that the navy department
wonld be forced to go to Creugot,
in France, where the victorious
nickel steel was manufactured, or,
all else failing, to Cammel & Co. in
England, where the d
compound plate of the Annapolis
trials was made. Almoset within
one year from the time of those
trials, however, Llwo companies
have produced eight plates which
are to be made the subject of this
month’s test at Indian Head. It
will be interesting to note whether
these initial productions of do-
mestic foundaries equal or excel,
in all those qualities which go to
mske up a perfect armour plate,
the manufactures of more experi-
enced English and French foundar-
ies,

There is no reason to believe,
say ordnance experis, that this
equality at least shall not be al-

ufacture have been purchased b

two domestic coupanies, and wit

improvenents in the method of
treatment euggested by the prover-
bial Awerican ingenuity and in-
ventiveness, the expectation that
better general results will be ob-
tained is not unreaconable.
