The dispatches bave recently
torne the information that Awmer.
fcan 1 ive buoilders were
furnishing’ English railroads with
locomotivds. Our machine shops
have for iome time excelled the
English shops in the matter of
cost and power, and now we are
beating them on the time record.

It is said that American rail-
roals transport freight st a lower
rate than the roads of any other
country, and that the Britizh rail-
ways exa~t more for such service

than the 8 of any other manu-
facturing | country. But until
lately the British locomotives have

held the 'record for the [astest
time. Their best records both for
a short distance run and for a long
distance have been decisively
beaten within a wonth. !

The run made on August 27, by!
a train on the Philadelphia and
Reading Railroad, according to
the HRailroad Gazette of Septem-
ber 18, averaged from the sixth to
tenth mile inclusive, 87 miles per
hour. *“This speed for the five
miles was the fastest of which we
can find any authentic record for
any distance.” The time having
been taken by careful observers
reading from a *“fifth second
chronograph’’ at every inile post,
The train, including engine,
weighed about 149 tons.

The New York Central, how-]
ever, made a more wonderful run
on the 14th inst., going from
the tGirand Central depot in this
city to Buffalo, 436!; miles, in
430'; minutes, ‘‘beating all pre-
vious records for suetained speed.”
The stops aggregated 14 minutes
and 16 seconds, making the time;
actually nnder motion 425 minutes
and 14 seconds. And the average
epeed, including stope, waa 59.56
miles per hour, or including stops,
G1.5¢ miles per hour, This train
weighed with enging, about 230
tone.

In 1848 the London and North-|.

western ran an express train from
Londen to Edinburgh, 400 miles,
against the train on the (ireat
Northern and North Eastern,
925 miles, The best inclusive
time made by the first mentioned
road during the season’s racing,
with a train weighing about 174
tons, was 50.9 miles per hour, snd
b5.4 miles while in motion, and
on the Great Northern the times
were 52.7 and 57.8 miles per hour.
The weight of train not given.
