The enormity of offenses against
human beings and society, is olten
measured by a [alse standard that
has been established through mis-
cunceplions, or sentimentaiity on
the part of the majority of people.
Certain it is, however, if there is
any crime that deserves a condign
punishment, that crime is the act
of train wrecking, that put the
lives and persons of 20 many peo-
ple in jeopardy. California has
led the way in making the death
penalty a punishment for it, and
an eastern paper says thut the
“extent of railways in this country,
running torough areas not thor-
oughly settled, furnishes a condi-
in which the train wrecker can not
well be preveated, by any system
of watching which the companies
could afford, from placing obstrue-
tion on the tracks. In numerous
instances the motive has been
an inconceivable fiendish malice.
In either case there is grave cause
for public concern. The bacbar-
ism and horrible consequences of
the crime have elicited attempts at
discussing remedial measures.
Naturally everybaly feels that
thorough prevention is an impossi-
ble task in the present circum-
stances. The easiest groove into
which writers mayv enter is that
running toward more severe pun-
ishments. If these wouldstop the
criwe there should be no hesila-
tion as to the decision, The his-
tory « f jurisprudence doesnot point
to any general success by that
method. However, it is ceriain
that human nature domands satis-
factioo for wanton oatrage, and is
also ceriain that as rezards render- .
ing villains harmless there is no
penalty so irreversible as the death
penalty. The Caliivrnia law deals
with truin wreckers in the manner
indicated, providing that any per-
son who places dynamite or any
obstroction on any railroad in the
state, or attempls in any way to
wreck a train, shall be guilty of
felony, punishabie with death, As
the P'rovidence Journal remarks:
‘It is a strange sysiem of justice
which hangs a man for killing an-

jand bulk, and contains scarcely
