Assessmients and Taxation!

The Oregonian ssya “the subjecl
of the Uregon tax and asscssment
laws is again being taken nr by
the newepapera, but in the ligh
uf experience with past legislatures
it seems a hopelers task to try to
remedy the evil. By the showing
of the various county asseesors it
inclear that property is assessed at
less than half its valoe. This
does not, of course, cut any figure
in the amount of taxes each indi-
vidual must pay, butonly in the
rate of ievy, which makes a bad
showing to a strang:r who expects
to pay on his entire property and
avoids locating in a place where
the tax rate is high. Buat it isalso
clear that & large proportion of
real sud personsl property in the
state, many people eay one-half—
although that is & radical view—
eecapes 1eseesment altogether,
which not on'y increases the rate
of tnxation but also the burden ol
those whe are honest enough to
pay their taxes. It in alwayas those
who have the most rmperty who
are moat » ~ceseful in «scaping
taxes, while 4 man with only a
few hundrea or & few thousand
doliars in property pays s great
deal more than his just proportion
towar:d the general expensc of the
state and county. e KEogene
Register's view, that the main
trouble can be remedied by the as-
sessors themselves, is quile correct
and, indeed, if these men would do
their sworn duty fai'hiully and
without fear, there wounld be little
need of any changa in the preeent
laws.”” Thetrouble with the leg-
islutive work upon thit¢ subject 1is
that the legislature has alwava in-
corporated to much in the bills.
If tingle tuhj cts ot amendment
were made the object of one bill,
it could be paisel and bicome a
law, but the rule of action bas al-
waya been to consolidate the ee -
eral points of desired amendment
into one general bill, which always
cauges enongh objectors 1o spring
up to defest the the whole thing.
Experience should cause our legis-
latnre to improve on past methods,
and do better in the future.
