Crowds of Me-
Carthyites were upon that ceea-
gion sccompanyving Ihllon and
O’ Brien, who were un their way to
attend a McCartbyite meeting.
The McCarthyites came into cul-
lision with a prucession of Parnell:
ites. Neither.crowd would give
away Lo the other, and so a general
melee fullowed, eeveral thousand
combatants taking part. Black-
thone, bricks and etones were
u=ed by both parties. Finally the
McCarthyites succeeded in wiench-
ing the torches from the hands of
the Parnellites. The victiriors
McCarthyites then continued tneir
march, Upon arriving at the
market-place, where the mesting
was held, O'Brien addressed about
5000 Mc¢Carthyites, In the mean-
time the routed Parnellites,
with reinforcemeuts, made another
onglaught on the McCarthyites.
Thep charged into the tquare,
slashing right and left with their
blackthorns and splitting many
hcads. The McCarthyites, though
they fought esperately, were
slowly driven back. Then for a
time the Parnellites beld the mar
ketplace. The McCarthyites goon
found strong reinforcements, and
thus strengthened they again mue-
tered in a compact body and mads
a dash at the Parnellites. After a
most desperate battle, the Parnell-
ites was routed. Many on both
sides were injured, in addition to
those already reportedl as having
been taken to the hospital to have
their womunds attended to
