AN HISTORIC HOUSE.

The Home of James Rustell Lowell
a Landmark of Three Perlods.

James Rus-ell Lowell was bora
among the trees and lilac bushes
of Elmwood, Februarvy 22, 1519:
and he grew vpthere amidst the
sight and gounds of the country
out of doors, and in companion-
siiip ¢f hwooks and learned men
indoors, writes Frank I). Sanborn
in the New BEogland Magazine,
One inducement whien drew hir
father towards Cambridge—alter
the death of Vice-President tGerry
in 1814, threw Llmwood into the
market—was, no doubt the college
library and the learned society in
that town. Elmwood itseli indi-
cated tiree greal periods. It was
built by a prosperous loyalist, used
as a soldiers’ hoepital daring the
Revolntionary war, and afterwards
inhabited by one of the eariv gov-
ernc:2 of Lhe independent state of
Ma =achusetts.

The lovalist was Thomas Oliver,
the lieutenwt-governar  ander
King (iesrge: and the goveraor
was Elbrilee verry, one of the
gigners of the Declaration of Inde-
pendence, The birthplac:, home
and grave of the poet all lie within
a short radius, in that once-
secluded but now too-much fre-
irented corner of Cambridge.
