ALASK VS INTERIOR.

The recent return of & suceess
ful explorer in the unknown
recionsof Atwska will eall attention
to that far ol conntry.  In talki g
A his expedition, M. Glave gaid :
“T'he one thing which has stood
itr the way of the develepment  of
this rich intcrior of Alaska is &
section of land about thirty-five
miles acrogs, lymg bhetween the
headwaters of the Yukon and the
Paciliec ocean at Chilkoot. T_llil.'
mountainons strip is a stumbliog
bluck 2eioss the 1atoral entrance
‘o the region, for when once it is
pactd  yon ean truvel by boat
thromesh the Jakes and down  the
Yukon ‘o the gold  mines already
opencd below,

“At presont the only mode of
transport is by Iwdian packers,
who charge $:5 a hundred tor car-
raing stoff, and  at the same time
are  at'erly  uureliable,  Mines
often halt =onh of the divide for
wveeks, subject to the whims .Uf
these irregular carries.  FEven in
the face of these dilicalties still a
few of the more undaunted push
their way into the country each
year, sea ching for go'd.  Were a
irail for pack horses proved practi-
cable, there wonld be o lang s in-
flax of immigration and a correa-
ponding outpnt of mineral produet.
With a reliable transport on land
improved, navigation on the water
would follow and the consequent
shortening of the time of entering
will give & longer seasor. Under
present conditions food and other
supplies are obtained at so grent
an expense that only a very rich
claim will yield any profit to the
workers, Whereas  amproved
means of conveyance for men and
their outfits will allow profitable
working of many golil depogita now
natouched.

“Were this country opened up
by a pack triil, a wagon road
wonld goon be built and steam
locomotion is possible. Any for-
ther developament of Alsaka means
 wreat stimulug to the trade of the
Pacitic coast, for the cities heceé on
uget sound and those further
sonth are the natural pmnts'of
supply forall the operations carried
on in Alaska, and the prodacts of
that territory must in turn be
marketed throngh these centers.
The trade with Alaska has :i‘l'cutl_y
assumed such proporlions that it
i deemed worth competing for;
but with the working of the rich
vold ticlds of Central Alaska thig
trinle would be worth a dozey,
pethaps a hiundred, times as wuch
—in short, there is no limit to the
possiblities of development,

“Certainly rome effort should be

made to put into shape a pack trail

across the point mentioncd, ard*
remove this obstacle.  The people
of Jnuean are patitioning the goyv-
ernment for an appropriation fur
the work, and tlhis  petition
shon'd be urgel by Seattle, Ta-
coma, Portland, San Franci-co.
