A motion was agreed to in the
United States supreme court
Tuesday, in which thousands of |
men, who heve taken up the
heavily timbered land of Uregon,
Washington and Cahifornia, under
the act of Juue 7, 1878, as timber
land, ara interested, The United |
States courts on the Paalic t‘(}lltili
liave un forinly decided that lands
chiefly valuable for timb-r, but
unfit for cultivation,” weretimber |
lards within the meaning of the |
aet, but the interior departiment |
has held that if they were valn- |
able for timber, but capuhle of be- |
ing made agricultaral and at any
vost, then they were agricultural
lumdds. The result is that nmler
anech a construction, 1 is contended |
there i little or no tnber land, |
unless it was to le found, the
department  of  the interior
declsred, “in the rugged, barren |
andd mountainons  regions." In
the case of the United Stites vs,
Budd & Montg mery. there was ai
#uit brought 1o cancel a patent on |
that ground. United States Distraet
Judge Hanferd decided that it was |
timber land or elge there was 1o
ti nber land in Washiogton, Now
the United States, through the at-
torney general, appeals the case
and asks that it be advanced. The
supreme court lll‘l.fh:t'li Lo advinee
the cage, inaamuch as there are
thousands of cases depending on
this decision  There will be a
hearing January 11 next.
