Men were svnl cut yester
day to turn off the water from all
the public and private drinking
fountains and open hydrants. All
sprinkling of the streets will be
stopped.  This alone will save
about 200,000 gallons per daw

To The President,

COURTEOUN WORDS, I'EACFE.

The Most Fiiendly Relations to Bs Calti-
va.ed-The Call & Matter «f
Form.

Wasmserox, Nov., 4. —<enor
Montt, the Chilian mivister, was
formally presented to the president
this morning by the seerstary of
atate.

the goverament of Chili confided
to me is to cuitivate and main‘ain
the relationsg of ypeace and friend
ship between the United States
and Chili, which have ever been
clore and cordizl.  For the ac-
complishment of this puarpose 1
relv upon the Kindness and gool
will which the United States gov-
ernment has always mauifested
for thwe representatives of Chili.
['ermmit me to expres=a my coun-
try's ginesre wishes for the pros-
perity and welfare of this naoble
cottntry, which is go highly favor-
vil by Providence, and for your
own happiness.”’

The president responded as fol-
lows: **Me. Minister, I am glad
to receive from your hands the
letters acerediting yon as envoy
extraordinary and minister pleni-
potentiary of the republic of Chili
to the United States. The pres
ence of arepresentative of the gov-
ernment of Cloli at this capitol
will, I hope, tend to promote the
vood understanding between the
two poveromen's, and the early
settlement upon terms  just and
honarahle to both, of the diplo-
ma i¢ quesions now somewhat
nrgently  awaiting  adjostmen.
