While
he himself packed his things and
started a few duys laier, The
rider told at one of his swpping
placas that iis boss had panned
out two ounces of gold from ten
cans and had sent hi for friends
in California. The parties receiv-
ing this information at omnce
hastened to Harney City and be-
gan hunting for the discovery. On
Sunday thera was a rush for the
P'eter Mortimer eanvon. Gold
was discovered there and jt is
thought thie is a rich mine.
Notices were written and pasted
on stones and men on horseback
road a race for the first claims.
