[ got that straight from the Poat-
mnaster of a large city not very far
from here. Itis & shrewd trick to
deceive the man who receives the
letter. Ile knows that after the
lettera have been collected at the
office they are put through the
stamnping machine, which cancels
the stamp and printa the
mark at the eame time. en
they are sorted out sccording to
their destination, and all those
goingto the game place and tied
up in one bundle, They have a
pe uliar way of tying them, used
ut all postoftices. They ure rather
fine string, and it is put around
the bunile twice, onces around the
ends. The lettersare notallof the
same gize. Yome are no longer

than others, and some are in
square envalopes. while others are
in the old-fashioned long envelopes.
This being #0, it follows that if
the string is drawn tight, as it
must be to hold the letters to-
gether, some of the larger letters
will be cut on the side or end by
the string. The Postoffice thieves
koow this 28 well asany one else,
and so when they wish to find out
if there is any money in an e1-
veloga they nmplg tear it a little
on the side or the end. Almost
any Postmaster considers it a
favor if a man gelting such a letter
will take it to him. They always
make an endeavor to trace such
letters, and then watch if other
letters coming over the same
route are torn in the same way.
You can ususally tell whether the
letter was really torn by the utrinF
or by hand, for the siring will
wear and fray the before it
cuts intn the letter itseli.—St,
Louis Globe-Democrat.
