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The question of tariff is ove which"
has agitated the political arena since
the formation of our government, and
neither .observql.tion nor experience
seem to gnide men or parties into the
proper chaonel. An Eastern exchange,
in speaking of the tariff, says “that
the object of free tradeis to secure a
perfect equality between all classes of
industries, so that no privileged class
shall say to another, that if you want
to purchase my wares, you must puy
we torty per ceut. more than you would |
have to pay my peigh or.”” Aund again,
& that either free trade or protection is
the true prineiple.” This is adopting a
principle whieh, if earried oat, wonld
be ruinous. In adopting a free trade
pcliey, we ‘throw ourselves into the
. condition of strictly and wholly an agri-
cultural people: we bring our laborers
in competition with the pauper labor of
the old world, and that would tend to
“degrade our laborers, and throw a hia-
drauce in the way of emigration, from
the fuct that we should have no facto-
ries or institutions of that pature to
elicit the laubor of the old countries.
England, with her hordes of laborers,
and but little soil to ecultivate, can
turn her entire attention to manutac-
tureg, and furnish all kinds of manu-
factured articles ¢heaper than can be
furnished by any other nation, except
it be Chioa.

Some will say, then, it this be so, if
Eogland or Chioa, or any other ecountry
can furnish manufactured articles
cheaper than we ourselves can make

, thew, why not adopt the policy of free
trade, and buy of those couotries that
can sell the cheapest.

Oue answer to that is very simple,
and, we think, very conclusive. When
we adopt that policy, we lose all our
wanufactories, and our laborers mvst
go to work upon the soil, and we be-

|
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cowe at once an agricultural people. In
that event, it must be patent to every
mwind that only sueh kinds of products
can be cultivated as can be shipped from
our own to foreign eountries, without
the danger of spoiling on the voyage,
and our farming community would be
stripped of a large source of revenue
which now accrues to them from the
sale of cereals, which could oot possibly
be shipped to foreign ports. But by
adopting a moderate import duty, we
can protect manufactures at howe, in-
duce laborers to come to our own coun-
try to open factories and workshops,
and thus tend to the prosperity of the
citizens, both individually and collec-
tively. While the farmer would have
to pay a small per cent. more for some
articles with the tariff than without
it, he would more than get it back in
the way of products of the garden and
ficld, which, under a system of free
trade, would be entirely useless.

We would pot by this be understood
to endorse the system of a high pro
tective tariff, as that would twke the
other extreme, and earich the few at
the hands of the many. RBeason and
moderation in this, as in everythiog

else, should be the governing prineiple
CHRISTIAN MESSENGER,

The Messenger, iuo its last issue, asks
the question, “ How shall we under-
stand the editor of the REPuBLICAN 7
He commenced by asking us for in-
struction in a matter wherein he seemed
to regard us as competent to teach.
Wishing to eall the attention of the
editor to the importaoce of using Bible

we gave in full at the time. In a sub-
sequent article, we spoke of Christ and

asked us ¢ Does the Bible teach that
Christ is God in any sense 7" (Chris
tian Messenger, No 13, Jan Tth).

We confessed that we were no theo-
logian, but gave a few quotations, where-
in we thought the idea taught that
Christ was God, or at least was called
so, and asked the editor of the Mcssen-
ger, in the politest terms, ** If our con~
wore to show us
wherein we erred.”  TInstead of doing
that, he simply stated in reply, ** That
he failed to see, in any or all of the
quotations that sach is the fact.” He
suys, however, * There is a sense in
which they are one, and in all respects
they are equal.”  Now we ask the edi-
tor to teil as, if he ean, in what sense
they are one, and if any, in what sense
they differ ?

The editor lays down, as we under-
stand him. the fundameatal require
ments, Faith, Repentance, and Bap-
tism, as pre-rcquisite to salvation. We
would kindly ask him to explain to us
what he means by Faith, Repentance
and Baptism? We understand the mean-
ing of the term * Faith” as applied
in the common couneerns of life, but we

do not know that we understand it in a
biblical sense. We might say the same of
Repentence ; but of Baptism we confuss
ourselves unable to decide ; and we ask
for information in this regard, so that)
in future, when he uses those terms, we
may know wkerein, if in any sense he
differs from other church teachers who
use the same language. As the editor
has been kind enough to guard us
‘against misqnoting language, biblical or

past, to give them as they were first
stated—i. e., a question as first pro-
pnumlcd to us was, “ Does the Bible

teach that Chrtst is (zod in any sense 77

( Messenger, No 13, Jan, Tth). The
same question again stated, © Is Jesus
called God in any sense in the Bible 2"
( Messenger No. 19, Feb. 13th.)) A
little difference 1n the re-iteration of a
question or a former assertion, somes
times makes considerable difference in
its sense, and in the requircwents to
weet it; and our suggestion is made in
order to avoid the necesssity of con-
stantly re stating questions asked,

The Report of the Board of Trade of
the city of Chicago for the year 1871
shows the trade of that city to be rap-
idly on the increase. The receipts of
wheat for the year 1870 were 17,304«
409 bushels. The corn crop shows u
much smaller return than 1869, the re.
receipts being 20,189,775 bushels,
against 23 475,800 bushels the previous
year. The erop for the year 1870 is of
much finer quality than the preceding
year. The Agricultural Buareau esti-
mate the entire corn erop of the coun-
try to have been over 1,110,000,000
bushels.

The receipts of oats in Chicago for
the year 1870 were 10,472,078 bushels;
a falling off of about 200,000 bushels
from the yield of the former year. Re-
ceipts of Rye for the year were 1,093,-
493 bushels, an advance of over 100,
000 bushels. The crop of Barley shows
a larger quantity and better quality
than for several years. The receipts for
the year io the city 3,385,653 bushels.

The nomber of bogs, alive and dress-
ed, for the year 1953,372. The re-
ceipts of eattle 532,664 head Reccipts
ot lumber have been 1,018,998 GR5 ft ,
an advance on the receipts of "6 ; and
+f shingles 652,091,000, gnite a filling
off from the latter yeur. The produe-
tion of high wines was 7,082 764 galls.
—~hardly up to the full capacirty of the
munafactories, thonech much in ad-
vance of the preeeding yoar. Receipts
of wool have been largely in excess of
any precoding year. Taken together,
the business of the city is augmenting,
and the populatioa 18 rapidly increasing.

Mapufioturies are extending both in
number and variety, there being now
about 20,000 persons thus employed,
and 828,000,000 invested with returns
of about 860,000,000 arising therefrom.
To this source, the Chicugoans look for
a fair share of their prosperity.

EDUCATIONAL UNION.
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We clip the following from the Bul-
letin of the 2lst, as & synopsis of the
proccedipgs of a meeting called to meet
at Portland for the formation of an
Educational Union. This is a need
which has long been felt in Oregon, and
we trust the step now already tuken will
be followed up until we have as tho
rough an orgavization here as can be
found in any of our sister States :

Pursuant to notice, the persons called
apon to organize an Oregon Kduca~
tional Union, under the recommenda~
tion of the lute Methudist Episcopal
Conference, met at the Portland Acade;
my and Female Seminary on Saturday
last, The Cowmittee report on the
Constitution was adopted ; the Pucific
Christian Advocate was made the organ
of the Union ; and the time and place
of holding the first eonvoeation, at Sa-
lem. on the 18th of July, 1871, was
fixed upon, The election of officers
resulted as follows :

President, Prof. T. M. Gateh, A. M.;
Secretary, Prof. W. H. Rogers, A. M;
Treasurer, Prof. Clark Smith, A. M.;
Vice Presidents, the Principal and
Preceptresses in all the Institutions of
the Union,

Committee on Examinations—The
Presidents, Secretary and Treasurer.

Examining Committee—-The Prinei-
pal and Visiting Committee of eaeh
lustitution. ¢

The Committee on Examinations
shall prepare and issue all regulations
and questions for the government and
use of the exuminations in the schools
belonging to the Union. The Examin-
ing Committees shall conduet the exam-
inations in their respective Institutions,
strictly enforciog the rules, and daily
reporting the results to the Comwittee
on Fxawinations,

The Constitution provides as to whom
shall be eligzible to membership, as fol
lows: “ The Members of the Oregon
Conference are members of this Union
by their vote at their last session. The

Boards of T'rustees of the 1ustitutions
under supervision of the Oregon Con-
ference, und teachers of any other Ansti
tutions of learning in Oregon way be
come members by certifying the adop-
tion of this Constitution,”

LAND REFORM A¥SOCIATION,

An association with the above title
has been formed, with head quarters in
the city of New York. The avowed
objeet of the association is to urge upon
Congress not to give away any more of
the public lands, but keep them as the
heritage of our own people ; and to be
taken, owned and held by persons who
are bonua fide citizens, and who want
them for actual sett'ement,

The committee on petition is com
posed of Henry Beeny, J. K. Ingalls,
and J. H, Keyser. They have sent
printed petitions all over the country to
the prominent men, that they way have
them signed and returned to No. 510
Pearl Street, New York City. The
form of the petition is short, and we
print it, in order that all may have an
opportunity of examining it:

PETITION.

To the Senate and House of Represen-
tatives of the United States.

The undersigned, citizens of the
United States, feeling the urgent wve-
cessity for the enactment of a law to
prevent the further absorption of the
Public Lands of the United States by
Railroads vr other Corporations, and to
have the residue of the said publie do-
main for ever set spart for the exclusive
use of actual settlers, in limited guanti.
ties, do respectfully petition your Hoo-
orable Body to take prompt action ic
the passage of such a law.

We urge our arpeal on the ground
that tens of thousands of the industrial
classes of large cities and towaos, now
unemwployed, must seek an outlet and
escape from the poverty and distress
which surround them, or be rapidly
driven o pauperism and crime.

We urge var appeal oo the ground
of simple justise to our chiidren, and to
the emigrants now seeking vur shores,
fleeing from the very monopoly of lands
so alarmingly threatening our Republic
by the enurmous absorption of the pub-
lie domain by giant Corporations and
private monopolists,

We urge our appeal as a measure of
justice to the whole of the American
people, as a rich lexacy in trast by our
generation for those to come after us—
never o be alienated.

We urge our appeal finally, as one
deeply affecting the morals and weil-
being of our people, in that these ginut
Curporations have become the allies of
stock gamblers, in turuing our public
domain (the heritage of all) into vne
vast nativnal gambling arena.

Preasant ExpreriMENTS.—Would
you like to be able, just for the fun of
the thing, to tuke a coin out of a plate
of water without wetting your fingers ?
Oar friend the Little Gleaner shows
us how to do it: Fill a plate with water
to the depth of a quarter of an inch;
a coin is then placed in the water. A
piece of paper is lighted. put, while
burning, on the surfuce of the water
and covered with a tumbler. As the
paper buros under the tumbler, the
water will rush up under the tumbler
and leave the coin in the plate, when it
may be lifted without wetting the fin-
gers. From this course you may learn
how to take impressions of any veined
leaf you wish to copy: Brush over a
thick sheet of letter paper with oil;
hold it over the smoke of a lamp until
well blackened ; take a perfect leaf
having a pretty outline ; after warming
it between the hands, luy the leaf apon
the smoked side of the paper with the
under side down; press it evenly upon
the paper, that every part may come in
contact; go over it lightly with a rol-
ling pin, then remove the leaf with
care to a plain piece of white note
paper; cover it with another piece of
white paper, and use tho rolling pin
again ; you will then bave a beautiful
improssion of the delicate veins and out
line of theleaf. Ferns generally make
fine leaf pictures.
