From the report of the agricultural

department for March and April, we
learn that throughout the country gen-
erally, the asutamn and winter scason |
was favorable for the germination and |
vigorous growth of winter grain. In
the New Eogland States, wheat and
rye 13 not in as ﬂi.mri.-_tfling a condition,
and does not promise ad flattering as
they generally have. Three fourths of
the returns from New York indieate
merely an average prospect. In Penn.
sylvania the erops are excellent, and in
most counties promise more than an
average yield. To Delaware and Mary-
lsnd the prospects have never been as
good for a large yield.  Virginia and.
North Carolive do not represent their
erops as promising, though portions of
these States are reported favorable. A
small area of wheat was sown in Missis-
sippi and Louisiana, and the prospects
are unpromising. In Texas the wheat
hus been injured by drought, though
in some places the prospects are ve
promising. = The remainder of the
Stutes report prospeets as flattering,
with but few exceptions, and the indi-
cations are that the yield will be abun-
dant throughout the entire country.

2. That he had a lien on the papers
for his fees, and was not bound to give
them up uwtil his fees had been paid.

To these propositions of law, was
annexed a proffer that the defendant
would most cheerfully submit to any
order passed by the Commissioner as to
the eustody of the papers which would
leave the last-mentioned right vnim-
paired.
