the well-wisher of society, as one hav-
ing the true interests of mankind at
heart, ta‘kaer out of the degenerating
influence of political contests—broils
into which the more elevated and re-
fined even of the sterner sex enter with
geluctance~-and by so doing secure to
yourselves an influence among mankind
that can be secured in no other way,
and perform a good for mankind which
shall redound to your credit and man's
benefit throughout the endless ages of
the gregt hereafter,
