A great deal has been said in the
papers about the best time for praning |

that the summer months are the best,
that the wounds will then heal over
the quickest, and that the least injury
is then done to the tree  If the tree
raiser will make experiment, as all
he will find in which
imonths wounds are heated over tlllll:.k- |
cst. Thore is a grenr deal of trath iu |
the yale. however, to prune in winter |
for wood growth, and 1o summer for |
fruit 3 but the wonnds in winter do
not heal over so quickly, and water |
shoots are very apt to be thrown oat |
when amputation kus taken place. The
true theory of all pruning, however, is
to so wuide the growth of limbs as to
have no severe praning at any tiwme.
Start the head of the tree right, in its
infaney, and it any branches are going
astray cut them off with your pocket
koife ut any time.  No larger vruning
instrument shon'd go into an orchard
at any time than a pruning knife, and
no larger one is needed, if' used at the
proper time, The effect of pruning is
to reculate the growth of the tree, and
throw the sap into the proper chans
nels, to form a well-balaneed head with
all parts open to the sun, so that the
frnit may hgve size and color.  Many
oo iuto their orchards and suw off large
limbs, cuttinz off more brash than they |
leave on the tree, wangzling and buteh |
ering it horridly. There are laws for
preventing cruelty to animals, and|
there should alss be the same for
preventing eruelty to trees.  The laws
of vegetable physiology should be as
well understood by him who endeavors |
to regalate and promote the growih and |
fruitfulness of trees, as the laws of ani-
mal physiology should be understond
by him whose profession it is to regu-
late und bring to a normal condition |
the animal system when out of order 1
Orchards should be visited often at this
season of the year, with pruuing-kuife
in hand, and kind attention given to
every tree  Trees should be considered |
adopted children, and their every want |
attended to. They should have a good,
rieh scil, which should be well worked,
that a thrifty growth may be mdde.—
Plirenological Journal,

A loeomotive, rununing as an extra
on the Hudson River Railroad, arrived
at New Hawmburg from Poughkeepsie
on Saturday, being stopped there by a
telegram from that eity in consequence
of a singular, and what might have
been a tragic incident  Before the
locomotive left  Poughkeepsie, four
little boys who were playing about the
depot, suppusing it was a switeh eo-
sine, and only going a little way down
the track, elimbed Hlﬂnlthil_\' upon the
wooden guard just above the bumper
on the rear of the tender. The guard
is only six inches wide. Three of |h|'l
boys sat down upon’ the guard, with
their legs hanging over, and the fourth |
wot astride of the iron link which pro-
trudes from the bumper. They conld
not be seen by the men upon tha en
gine, which moved off, and continned
inereasing its specd, nntil it was going
at the rate of forty miles an hour, as
was ordered. The boys were in a ter-
rible situation.  They darved not elimb
to the top of the tender for fear of |
losing therr balanee, and their cries
were drowned by the noise of the en-
the |

gine.  Over bridges and along
edge of precipices they were whirled,
the tender surzing to and tro, the dust
filling their eyes and noses, and almost
choking them to death, and entirely
obgeuring them from the view of the |
flazmen and trackmen who were passed. |
The locomotive was .-i_'_-n:;}-'il at New |
Hambure, Mr. James Sigoor having
spen the |m5‘-'. on the rear of the loeo-
motive when 1t left Ponchikeepsie. The
poor little fellows presented a sorry
sight, as they were covered with dust
from head to foot. The boy who was
astride of the link was unable to walk
when taken off, his legs being awfully
chafed by the motion of the engine.
The hands of the other boys were blis-
tered terribly, and the blood oozed out
from under their finger nails, so tightly
had they grasped the woodwork of the
tender.  They were nearly exhausted,
and could have maintained their posi-
tion but little longer, when they would
have probably been instantly killed by
the fall.  They were taken back to
Poughkeepsie, where the incident had
become noised about, and a large crowd
of people was in waiting at the depot to
see them when the train they were on
arrived —Netional Car Builder.
