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It has been a matter of considerable
conjecturg ampng friends of the Re-

Knowing that the contest
was going to be close, we were doubly
anxious to have a say in the matter,
realizing that a paper with five hund-
red regular readers in a single county,
must wield a stronginflucnce for which-
ever side it espoused. We repeatedly
pressed our suit with the candidates,
explained to themp as far as they weuld
allow us to, the advauntage in having the
organ of the party espouse their cause,
as well as the absolute duty devolving
apon them as the representatiyes of the
party to use every weaus ip their pow-
er to insure election. It was all of no
avail, and we were left in a place where
we could do nothing. Many things in
relation to the maupagement of our
county affuirs which we might have ex:
posed, were kept in the back ground on
account of the coolness with which we
had been treated.  To require us to de-
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vote time, aud space in the paper to
fight the battles of those who Jent no in-
flacnce in our favor—mapy of whom |

did not so much os take a sipgle copy |
of the paper, against those who had
been its regular supporters since its
foundation without encouragement or
reward, was demanding more than any
sane-winded perspn could really expect, |
and more than we proposail to grant,
and because we were not willing to al-
low ourself to be used as atool wo do the
work of otheps, we have been coveitly
assailed and denounced. Batthe battle
is fought and all is satisfactory, st least
as far as we are concerned. Those
parties who started out to fight us, in-
divually, us well as lend their iufluence
against the paper, have thg extreme
felicity to know that they have had
their trouble for nothing. Despite their
frantic cfforts, the RErvnrnican still
pursues its even tenor, earing nothing
for the little, petty spite which Las been
indulged in by those who expect aprint-
er to work for nothing and board himself:

Two ladies, Mrs. I. C. Sullivan and
Mrs. H. Hagood, presented themselves
at the polls in Dallas, last Monday, and
amid perfect silence and respectful de~
portwent of those around presented
their votes, and they went upon the
records unchallenged.

Their vites were not counted by the
Judges, but we understand the right of
ladies to vote is to be tested in this in-
stance  They claim that under the
XIVth Amendment of the U. 8, Con-
stitution,and the Constitution of Qregon,
they have the right,and they wish to ex—
ercise it. Their principal elaims are the
¢lnuse in the 1st section of the XIVth
article of the United States (onstitus
tion which says:

¢ No State shall make or enforce any
law which shall abridge the privileges
or immunities of citizens of the United
States.”

And the XXth Article of the Bill of
Rights in the Cowostitution of the State
of Oregon which says:

“ No law shall be passed granting to
any eitizen or class of citizeps privileges
or immunitics, which, wpon the same
terms, shall not equally belong to all
citizens.”

Algo section 7206 of (General Provi

sions in the Statutes of the State of
Oregon, which says :

* Words used in the masculine gen-
der, comprehend as well the feminine
and the neuter.”

Mrs. Sullivan, as far at we heve been
able to learn, has the honor of being
the first woman who has attempted to
exercise the elective franchise in Qre-
gon. How the matter will epd we would
not be willing to predict. We have oo
often ezpressed our opinion on the ques.
tion of Woman Suffrage, to need to re-
iterate it now. It has now come tg a
question of legal right, and we leayg it
with the Courts. Mr, Sullivan j§ a
gentleman of acknowledged legal abiljty
and knows what he is doing. Suffice
it to say in this conunection, that not a
word was said by any one to mar the
pleasure of this novel scene, while the
ladies were demanding, and as far as
they could, exercising a right which
they claim belongs to them.
