GREAT EXCITEMENT IN NEW ORLEANS,

And that a
fc

Conflict between the
Kellogg and McEnery factions is
imminent. Information just received
from New Orleans gives" a corrected

history of the event in Gnnt Parish
which preceded the late conflict
between tfce whites and blacks
in that section. Grant Parish
is situated on Kud river and has a

population whites and black of about
4,500, nearly equally 4vi4ei. Jn the
late election the returns showed that
nearly all the Fusion candidates jrere
elected in the Parish.

Governor Keliog, undertook, how-

ever to appoint men to what be called

vacancies,' but they did not qua!ify
according to law, aud allowed the tiu4e

stipulated by law to pas. Governor

Kejlo then commhsioncd the officers
who had really been elected bo h

Republicans and Fusion, white and
colored, except the Parish Jude a

he went to New Orleans to remonstrate
with Kellogg, but to no purpys.

And took forcible possession of the
Court house at Colfax, a small village
on the river, and the county
sea of Grant Parish. The Sheriff
