In Westminster Abpy Again.

His “Ancient Mariner” and
“Christabel” will long survive in Eng-
lish literature, and the mnusical rythm of
his ““Kubla Khan" is likely to sound
down through the coming generatioas,
when the voluminous efforts of his
pair of noble brothers” ecan no longer
find a publisher.

Dean Stanley, in his ‘“‘Historical Me-
morials of Westminster Abbey,” relates
of “Quesn Emma from the Islands ot
the Pacific,” that on a certain ocecasion
when she accompsanied him in *‘a de-
lightiul ramble through that venerable
pile,”” she requested the privilege of see-
ing the atthor of ““The Ancient Marin-
er;"’ and expressed somewhat indignant
surprise at being told there was none.
Perbaps if her means had been sufii-
ciently ample she would have supplied
what she considered a culpable defi-
cieney. As it was she expressed herself
in such language that in its emphasis it
reached the attention of the present un-
known American gentleman referred to
who has acted upon her hint, and whose
memorial window has now been conse-
crated to its place of perpetuity.

A Miser’s Estate,

A strange story is being told about the
court house in regard to the settlement
of the estate of a miser who died in this
city about & year ago. He had lived in
filth and apparent peaury, workingat his
shoemsaker’s bench in ward three, until
he became insane u few years before his
death.,and it was found that he had £6000
deposited in & local eavings bank. He
leit bebind bim $5300, and no heirs ap-
peared to claim it until a Californian
put in such strong proofs of being the
dead man's son that the probate court
allowed bim $500 to use in making the
jourpey here, and for incidentals, as he
claimed to ba very poor. His affidavits
asscrted that he was an only child, bis
mother having died when Le was born.
A grandmcther, to whom he referred,
however, declared, on being consalted,
that his mother lived to bear him a sis-
ter, deserted her husband, married
again, and was still living 1n the eastern
part of the state. The story goes that in
due time the claimant arrived, backed
by his Jawyer, being about tuirty-one
years old, and much the worse for a long
fight with rum and poverty. Hbe still
denied having a mother or sister, but
finully started with the adminstrator and
he lawyer to hunt her up. They found
her withont truuble, living with the
grown-up daughters of her second hus-
band, who bad died. The lawyer and
the administrator interviewed her, leav-
ing the son in & hack outside. They dis-
covered that she had a daughter by her
first husband living, revealed to her his
recent death, and secured a release from
her of all his interest in his estate for
£50. Then the son was introduced and a
dramatioc recognition on the mother’s
part followed. The interview was so
noisy that a daughter attempted to enter
the room, but was excluded at the moth-
er's request, As soon as the visitors left
the woman fainted, and her children
found ber. insensible with $50 in Ler
hand. his aroused her suspicion, and
they demauded an explanation. The ad-
ministrator, who had taken oceasion to
warn the woman not to let her dauglter
sign away any rights, was visited that
night by an attorney of the daughter,

and mother and daughter soon appeared |
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here by counsel and pressed their claim
as heirs. Both they and the son swore
to their relationship to the deceased.
Most of the property has now been dis-
tributed to the heirs, and the rest will
follow unless the son’s share is stopped
by legal process on behalf of Lis Califor-
nis creditors, who have begun sending
in enormous bills for money claimed to
have been advanced for him. He says
he reached Cslifornia by enlisting on a
United States man-of-war. The money
will apparently prove worse than useless
to any but his mother. She appears to be
a poor but respectable woman, and has
been at one time a charge on the town
where she lives. Shortly after giving
the son $500 the administrator received
a letter from him begging for $5 to bring
him to Springfield, and the rest of the
money will probably go as that 3500
went, The son was once s respectable
shoemaker, and lived for a time in this
city.—Springfield, Mass., Republican.
