Zorilla is, he told me, a native of
Estremadura. It was not he who brought
in the Duke of Aosta to replace Isabella,
but Prim.

A Rival of Quisine.

Cinohonsa, or quinine, or Peruvian or
Jesuit's bark, as it is variously called,
long a remedy in intermittent fevers, and
for the purpose unique, is destined be-
fore long to have a rival in & newly dis-
covered mnedical agent, by Prof. Fischer of
Munich, in Germany, which has been
given the name of ‘‘Ksirin.” It appears
that in a lonyg series of invesligations
concerning the natnre and actions of
quinine, Prof. Fischer found that by
means of a sucoession of chemical trans-
formations a substance is obtained'in the
form of a white chrystaline powder,from
cosl tar, which greatly resembles quinine
in its action on the bhumam organism.
The rapid diminution of fever heat is the
chief effect, so far 18 has been observed,
that is yet produced, and in this respect
its efficacy is said to be remarkable. It
is believed that among other things it
will render the use of ice in fever cases
entirely unnecessary,and that its skillfal
employment will enable the physician to
moderate the temperature of the patient;
it is also said that it has Jess inoonven-
ience for the stomach than quinine, al-
though it is not shown up to the present
time that it possesses that tonic and re-
storative influence for which guinine is
so frequently administered. From the
chemical and physiological point of
view, the most valuable thing about the
new discovery is thai it seems to bring
us nearer finding out the chemical pa-
ture of quinine iiself and the trne char-
acter of its agency. The discovery has
been patented, and a manufactory of
““Kuairin" been established. As it is said
that the cost of producing a kilogramme,
which is about thirty-five and a quarter
ounces, of the new agent is not far from
sixty dollars, it is evident that it will be
some time, however, before its patrons
cesn hope to see it take the place of
guinine in practical pharmacy. Quinine,
by the way,has not always been so favor-
able in price as at the present time. Dur-
ing the war it was one of the most essen-
tial necessities of the arms surgeon, and
in many cases sold as high as twenty
dollars an ounce.
