Lzpland and Its WWayw

In Lapland the sun ncver goes down
during May, June and July; but in win-
ter, for two mouths he never rises at all,
His place, how: ver, is ecmewhat sup-
ylied Ly the wonderful porthern liglts,
which flash and flicker in the cold, gray
tkies, They lock like fi es of o thous-
and shapen and cclora, Now like crowns,
end now like domes ; now like fishing-
nets, and pow like streamers of si'k;
now like arches, sud now like banners—
those welcome guests make a Lapland
Bight beautiful,

As long ss the unwearied son goes
sround snd around tlie sky in rummer,
tho Laplanders live 8 tents mude of
poles and ekins ; but when Jack Frost
spproaches with a scowl on his brow,
the house of thick sods becomes s very
rpug home, The Laplander creeps into
it on all-fours, a'ong a eort of tuunel, A
hole in the rocf lets in a little daylight,
or rather mocnlight, sand lets ous what
emoke there is from the sooty lamp. The
Jamp is male of stone, and filled with
»ai ¢if, and it answers many ecds, 1t
cooks fool, diies wet cluthes, keeps the
bouse warm and affords light.

Treesare plentilul of certain sorts, an:1
the soul of the forest is carpeted by rein-
deer moss, & sort of licken, which grows
on stones, {rees and carth, The moss
will dourish where hardly any cther sort
of grass will, and it _aJords gluten, or
starch, which is very wholesome and
nourishing. The reindeer will root un-
der the snow for the mo=s, as a pig roots
in the fle!ld. And if the auima! b.owses
oa the moss which sticks to the treos,
without digging beneath the snow, the
Lapland - r takes it for granted that the
ground there proluces none,

The reindeer when Mo casts bis ecat is
brownish-y-llow. In the dog-days he
becomes white, Iis hair is close aud
thiok. The horns are large and beauti
ful, Lat fall toward the end of Novem-
her, and are turned into epoons or glue.
This woaderful ereature has bcen known
to go at the rate of nincteen miles an
Lour, when yoked to a light aledge. Af.
t r their most severe journcys these
deer require no more moss than can be
Leld by a man in both his hands,

Wera it not for this admirable anima),
who could live in Lapland? It is mau's
all in sll there, ““Tt feeds and clothes
its master,” says Goldsm:th., ** With its
#kin the Leplander covers his teuts aud
makes hLis bed; of its milk he mak-~s
che-se, and uses ths whey for lus drink,
Every part of this wvalualle snimal is
eonverted to some nse or other, The
sinews mnake bowstrings, spriugs for
catching birds and -threads for sewing ;
the horns make gine; the toungue, a
great delicacy, is 0id, and the money
comes back in luxuries. Yoked to a
sledge, the reindeer carrics his master,
who gu'des it easily by means of a cord
fastened around the horns ; and it is en-
couraged fo proceed by the driver's
voice, "The sledge is covered with a
béar’s ekin, and &t the buack are two
leathern girths, into which the travel.y
thrusts hiis arms s0 28 (0 keep himseoif
steadyv. He has al=zo a pacle to support
the eledge, in case it is in danger.of be-
ing overturned.”
