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SHY OF POISON.

A Reporter's Researches.

[From the Washington Daily Post.]

For many years physiclans have
been much exercised over the use of
drugs and medicines containing opi-
ates or poisons. Opium smoking by
the Chinese and the introduction of
the habit into America is an evil which
has been sought to be remedied, and
the police of Philadelphia have recent-
ly made successful raids on opiom
“joints” and arrested the proprietors.
A more insidious form of poison than
this, however, and one which largely
eflects not only the health but the lives
of children, is that which comes in the
form of popular medicines. Nine out
of ten of these, it is known, contain
narcotics or deadly metallic oxides.
The difficulty, however, has been to
find a substitute for such things which
would be purely vegetable, and at the
same time effect a prompt cure. That
such a discovery had been made was
announced recently,and Dr. O. Grothe,
chemist to the Brooklyn Board of
Health, and a graduate of the Univer-

It is a remarkable fuct that while
farmers are encouraged in all sorts of
extruvagances by ageicultural journals
and societies in stocking their farms
with thoroughbred ecattle, sheep, swine
and poultry, th:y are warned aganst
thoroughbred horses, notably fast tro'-
ters, with the same earnestness as
against any moral pestlence. A horse
that can trot a m:le under a 2:40 gaitis
considered the rightful property ot pro-
fessional gamblers and an adjunet to
all sorts of wickedn=ss.

1he arguments against fast trotlers
are many, but the onc most often urged
is to the eflect that a fast horse makes
a fast man n the co rupt sense of the
term *fast.”” Ina word, the op nim
prevails that the farmer and h's sons,
so soon as th-y posses; a hor.e of
proud ped gree, w th promise ot great
speed, are inmumed ately transferred
from uprizht honest tllers of the soil
to jockevs and camblers, withno intor-
esl outside of the turf. Ano her plea
aga nst li.e roalsters on the farm s
that there s more risk and less money
to the tarmer in the rearing and train-
ing of trotters than m the production
of general purpose and draft horses re-
markable for size and stren -th.

That there is a demand, at remuner-
alive prices, for heavy horses, no one
disptites nor is it doubted that horses
of Percherontor Clydesda'e origin ar:
valuable animals on any farm. but just
why the e facts shosld debar line road
sters a place alons wit other imprave-
ments in these progressive t'me., doos
not scem qui e clear. From an eco
nomieal standpoiit. aloire well bred
trotters are ent tled to a place on amy
prozres-ive man s furm if onlv for
breeding purpose . ina much as fine
earraze and road horse: always lind a
ready sale. A hor.e lo possess beanty,
style, speed and endurasce must be
well-bred, hence the necessity of well-
breq sires and mares, toget and to bear
the colt for roadsters. And then. while
many people do not appear to know
it, farmers are entitled to just a: many
luxuries as are m+n in o her walks of
life, when they can aftord to pay for
the same. Ina word. if a well-to-do
farmer or h's sofis apprecia e o d take

leasure in fine roadster, there is no
aw against ther havinz one.  Indeed,

there is a strikirg ineongruity in the
fact of a man’s investing thousands of
dollars in cattie and sheep. with peli-

rees recorded in herd-books, and

riving Lehind a rawboneid horse taken
from the plow or truck-wagon wh'ch.

There appears no rex-on why, with
other Inxur'es. farmers should no!
drive horses possess ng gamen+ss and
speed, without bring ng themselves
or their famil s within that e rele
of dissipation supposed to e bounded
by the racing track. Indeed, the
chances are ten to one that the in-
troduction of improved horseflesh on
farms and in countrv villages would
keecp manv boys at home who, withont
some of the luxur es of life, are tempt-
el elsewhere to find their enioyment.
