Our reasons are
these, Hugzh isa family name. The first
Adams mentioned in 1190 married-
Oatharine de Gournai, daughter of Hu
go de Gonrnai trother of Richard the
Lion-heart. Colouwsl Samuel Adams, of
Derham New Mampshire, who was col-
lector of Oustoms at Portsmouth, New
Hampshire, addressed a letter to Presi-
dent John Adams, calling him *“Dear
Oousin-or Kinsman” we forget which.
Beo President Adams’s Autobiography
John Adams hesitated about appointing
him for fear ho would be accused of nep-
otism. However he got the appointment.
Colonel Winlburn Adama, fell at the
battle of Stillwater in the Revolation-
ary War. His farm was at Daorham
Falls, and contaized the millsite. It be-
Yonged in our day to Quaker Jenkins. It
was the loveliest place we ever saw, the
water beiag bordered by large elms.
Our father always used to beard there
when at Durbam Falls. There was set-
tled in Dorham az Orthodox clergyman
Rev. John Adams (not our father.) He
was a very celebrated preacher. - Ralle,
an Indian chicf from Penobscot river,
wrote on his pulpit when the Indians
invaded Durbain in the time of the great
Indian massacres, No place in the Ta.

ter river, as it was called. There were
more garrison housss in Durham than
any other town in New England.
