HIGH RATE OF TAXATION.

Some Causes Leadiug to an Increase inm
Taxes During the Past Five Years.

CorvauLis, March 14, 1900.
Eptror  Uxion-Gazerre:—Will you
kindly inform your readers through the
columnns of your paper, the cauges lead-
ing to the higlwer rates of taxation in the
last five years, and the remedies best
calculnted to reduce them?
A BUBSCRIBER.

There are so many tendencies leading
to higher rates of taxalion, that it is not
practical to mention all of them at this
time. 1t will have to suffice to mention
only & few, which more particularly
atect this county, yetsimilar tendencies
have occurred im nearly all other coun-
ties of the state.

The legislature of 1891 passed alaw
subdividing the office of county clerk
of Benton county, making separate
offices of recorder of conveyances and
county clerk to take effect July, 1892,
which was followed by another act at
the session of 1803, giving to recorder of
conveyances, county clerk and sheriff
each fixed salaries to be paid outof the
general county fund. Prior to that time
the services of thoss effices were paid for
in certain statutory fees by the parties
employing them for each item of service
rendered.. In this manner the officers
were paid their salaries withoat expense
to the general taxpayer mot emploring
them. The division of (he county
clerk’s office makinga separate officia
recorder, and the division of the county
increased taxation, for the reason that
when Lincoln and Benton were oa
county, the late 3. W. Wilson, assisted
only part of the time by a deputy, did
all the work of that territory, which is
now [being done by #clerk in Lincoln
county, and a clerk and deputy and a
recorder in Benton county. After the
officers named were provided with defi-
mite salaries there were no officers or
person directly interested in seeing the
fee bill kept in force, hence the legisla-
ture, as usual untrue to the interests of
the people, passed & law which repealed
the old fee hill, thus relieving the liti-

The Indoor Baseball Game between Salem
and O. A. C. was Hotly Contested.

Ian one of the best games of indoor
baseball ever seen in Salem, the team
from O A C was defeated by Salem Y.
M. O. A. last Friday night, by a score
ot 20 to 18. OI the game, the Statesman
says: ‘‘The visiting team was slightly
handicapped in that it has been accus-
tomed to playing in an armory about
185x70 and the cramped quarters of the
local gymnasinm worked to the team’s
disadvantage in both team and individ-
ual work. However, the visiters put up
a splendid game, excelling the home
team 1in team work. The college boys
would surely have won the game but for
some unfortanate fombles, at critical
stages in the game. In the Corvallis
team the work of Small, the pitcher, was
the best, while Hamilton, a Salem boy,
at short stop played very effectively and
made not a single error.

“What the SBalem team lacked in team
work was supplied in individual playing,
which with the errors of the cellegians,
gave them the game by & narrow margin.

“‘Grant Elgin, of Corvallispand R. W,
Holman, of Salem, umpired the game
with utmost fairness to both sides and
their rulings met with the approval of

gauts and others receiving the services
of the officers from paying adequate fees
for the services rendered, which the tax-
payers pay for those services and re-
ceiye nothing adequate in return.
In 1801 and 1893 the legislature, with-
out mnotice or knowledge to the tax-
payers, raised the salary of the county
judge to nine hundred dollare per an-
numn, when prior to that time compe-
tent and serviceable parties had been
elected to fill thet office on a ealary of
five to six hupdred dollars per annurn
at a time when Benton and Lincoln
counties were oune, -It seemed to the
public that this salary was raised in
direct betrayal of the confidence ol the
people, who had elected the county judge
upon his promises of faithful endeavor to
economy and reform in reducing expen-
ditures of pubiic money.
A few vears ago the office of school
superintendent had been perlormed at a
galary of about three hundred dollars
per year by several parties who did good
public service, but also performed the
duties of teacher or principal in some of
the public schools of the county. Later
the salary of school superintendent was
raised to eight hundred per annum, and
again at the last legislature in 1899 it
way raised to $1000 per annum to take
effect in July, 1900. This salary was
also raised without any previons knowi-
edge or notice to the taxpayvers of the
county aside from a favored few.
Until a short time ago the county
clerk made two [copies of the taxroll ia
expensive books supplied by the state,
when the original roll made by the ae-
sessor should suffice. Also the delin-
quent roll has to be copied again when
an exira colnmn on the original roll
should be ruled to carry the taxes after
they become delinquent, which shounld
be made to suffice for the delinguent roll.
Besides there are 8@ many other ex-
pensive methods in advertising and
levying npon property to collect taxes,
and other impractical and useless com-
plicated detaile established by flaw for
cenducting public business which are too
numerous to mention in this already too
long article.

He arouses Curiosity but Enthusiasm is
an Unknown Quantity.

Curiounsity and the opportunity to en-
joy = holiday took 400 or 500 people frem
Corvallis to Albany to see Citizen Bryan,
Wednesday. The city wascrowded with
visitors, for besides the attraction offered
in the person of Mr. Bryan, the republi-
can convention for Linn county was held

in Albany the same day and delegates
and others in large numbers were in
attendance.

For two hours Mr. Bryau talked from
a platform on the court house square,
and had an audience of 1000 or 1500 good
natured people, one-third of whom at
least were ladies.

The most surprising thing, in the light

of his reputation as a platform speaker,
is Mr, Bryan's inability to arouse en-
thusiasm or even hold the interest of his
hearers. Few whe were in Albany,
Wednesday, heard his entire speach.

Hereafter postmasters of first and
and second-class offices are authorized to
cash all money orders irrespective of
place of payment, and te cash orders
drawn on their respective offices the ad-
vices of which have not been received.
The departmenf has for some time
past authorized the postmasters at cer-
tain of the larger postoffices to cash all
money orders presented, sud to cash
orders, the advice of which has not been
received. The scheme worked salis-
factorily, and the time has now arrived
when the department deems it proper
to extend this practice, so as to embrace
all postoffices in the first aud gsecond
class. .

From this time on all money orders
presented at the postofiice here, irre-
spective of the place of payment mamed
on such order, will be cashed, it being,
of coutse, required Lhat the identity of
the owner shall be established as in all
other cases, and any money order drawn
upon this office will be cashed, whether
corresponding advice has been received
or not. Itis believed by the department
that this measure, having for its object
the improvement of the money order
service, embraces Efeatures which-must
have the substantial approval of the
business public, and will result in re-
ducing the complaints made because of
the practice followed heretofore.
