He was bora in Pitts-
burg, Pa., June 21st, 1858, and
has bred poultry ever since he
was able to handle them. He
commenced with Light Bral-
mas thirly years ago; later tak-
ing np White Legherns, follow-
ing with Brown Leghorns, then
Barred Plymouth Roeks and
back to Light Brahmas, then to
Black Cochins. He then emi-
grated to Oregon. Again takixg
up Light Brahmas, then dispos-
ing of all of these and trying
Black Langshans, Black Minor-
cas, Buff Cechins, White and
Silver Wyandofts, but finally
setilad down to Barred Plymouth
Rooks, always aiming to acquire
a knowledge of the different
breds that would qualify him to

_|judge them. As to how success-

fui he has been we quote the fol.
lowing . frem Oregon’s- offieial

Downs, seems to Have given
good satisfaction in his decisiens
at the State Fair poultry show—
so far, not a complaint.”

It has frequetitly been said]
that Mr. Downs gives no ia-
flated scores. - A bird soored un-
der him'will score just as much
under any other judge. 'There
is one thing he is proud of, that
there has mever been a bird dis-
qualified by” other judges where
Downs had previously seored
him, as he always finds the de~
feots. As Amos . Wilkins once
said, he -can just look afeather
'on a chicken's leg if he wants
to, When asked -it “the best

bird always wins, Mr. Downs
remarked that. for a certainsy
they did not. - All judges make
mnistakes, as also do all clerks.
A gcod clerk is just as impor-
tant as a good judge. He firmly
believes tne score card to be the
best way of judging, it the work
is properly done aud properly
checked. It is mnch more of
an educator than comparison
judging. The beginner especial-
ly wishes to know how near his
birds scered to the prizewianers,
if they do mot win and as Mr.
Downs says, the most informa-
tion comparison judging gives to
nen-prizewinhners is that they
gob left. The score card should
tell one how good his birds are;
if he. should keep part, all, or
discard altogether his present
stoek and start new. The Asse-
ciation is composed mostly of
experienced bragders that have
bad considerable ‘' experience in
the management of the state
shows. There will be some very
fine birds shown by the local
fanciers and in addition there
will be birds from Pertland and
elsewhere, some of which have
