MEANS .HOR‘E THAN WAR

The old saw, *‘In times of peace
prepara for war,’” is about to be
p1t in practice if a recent dis-
piteh from San Franciseo is to
be credited. The information
given is to the effect that a
mighty fleet of war vessels is to
h: assambled in the Pacifie.
Tais looks like ““Uncle Sam’’ had
finished his nap.

There is no particular reason
for balief or to assume that anv
action on the part of Japanis
responsible for this mivement on
the part of the government.
Such action is long overdue. It
may be possible that the attitud:
of cockiness on the part of Japan
has hastened vovernmental ae-
tion in the massing of this fleet.
but there was need of it any-
way -

With our growingz trade rela-
tions with the Orient there has
been felt the need of protection
on the high seas, on the Pacific
Cuast. In the past, yvea, even at
the present time, should we be-
come involved suddenly in a war
with any considerable power we
would e very weak indeed on
th= Paeific Coast. Wea eould no
even protect our seaport town
and cities, much less inflict dam-
age on the enemy.

Duaring the eomparatively re-
cent past commerce on the P:ei-
increased by leaps and
but yet it is in its 1=
fancy. Fifty, or even twenty.
vears from now the ecarryine
trade of the Pacific will surprise
the worid. There ars mmany rea-
sons for this. [nthe Gr=r place
the Orient is just emerging from
b rism and with the dawning
of a newer ecivilization comes the
demand for the produet of =z
more highly eivilized ecountry.
Cruna, the most populcus eoun
try on the globe, is showing
signs of dsiving something dif-
ferent from what she has known
something better. In the future
we seem destined to do an in-
mense trade with her.  Japan
ton, must depend largely upon
the United 3tates, or some other
country, for eertain of her nee
essities. And why should it be
any country other than the Unit-
ed States?

We are in the best geographi-
eal position to control this trade,
and we must control it. Hither-
to the Pacific Coast could not
supply it, had there been the de-
mand, hut now it is different.
We are just geftine in an excel-
]1ent condition to supply the needs
of the Orient and it looks almost
Providencial that the demand
should come just when we are
ready to meet it. In order to be
master of the situation, to be re-
spected, and to maintain our su-
perior position we must be in a
position to enforece a command,
should our dignity demand that
we make one, and the only way
is to have a respectable fleet of
war vessels subject to sharp or-
ders. It costs no more to have
these vessels on the Pacific than
on the Atlantic and certainly our
needs are great enough to en-
title us to all we can get.

When the present plans are
carried out we shall have a
respectable fleet on this coast
but in point of strength it will be
inferior to the Japanese navy.
But not so greatiy inferior that
the Yankee must doff his cap to
the Jap against hiswill. Several
impartant coaling stations are to
be established on the coast in
addition to those we have and the
largest dry dock in the world
built on San Franeisco harbor.
Now we are getting down to bus-
