27, 1850, to the necessity
of seeing that their titles have been
perfected by the filing of the proper
evidenee In the Land Office, and the
issue of a certificate and patent for the
lands clsimed.
In July last the Register and Re-
eeiver of the U. 8. Land Office at this
place, pursuant to lostructions from
the Commissioner of the General
Land Office, published a notice to such
claimants that they would be given
six months in wnich to perfect thelr
proofs, and failing to do that, their
olaims would be held for eancellatlon, |t
Upon inguiry at the Land Office, we
are iuformed that about eighty of these
claims remain io the offiee for which
certificates have not been issued, and
in almost all of which the evidence ia
imperfect,

These elaims are of long standing

ago, and it is the desire of the Gov-
ernment to have them settled up and
closed out as speedily as possible—a
special agent of the Gemeral Land
OfMce having.been sent out here forthe
purpose of examining the proofs and
ascertaining what is neeessary to per-
fect the clalms.
