Experiments witu Wheat. Tho
report of experiments by S. M. Tracy,
professor of economic botany at too
Agricultural College of tho Univer-

sity of Missouri, shows that with 44
varieties of winter wheat, the Sed
May ripened June 9th, and yielded
32.64 bushels per acre, and weighed
62 pounds; Fultz ripened Jane 12th,
yielded 35.90 bushels, and weighed
03 pounds; Diehl ripened Jane 12th,
yielded 39.60 bushels, weighing 61

pounds; lreadwell ripened June
20th, yielded 52.38 bushels, weighing
61 pounds.

Although every varioty, with ono

exception, gave a largor yield in 1S79
than in 1878, the most marked in.
creuso is shown in tho iiussiun kinds,
which gave an average yield of 31.29
bushels per acre in 1879, against 18.22
bushels iu 1878. ' They all seem vory
hari'y and stand up well, but the
proportion of straw is greator than
in tho American varieties. The Or.
egon varieties have all been discard-
ed excepting the Oregon club, which
yielded less than tho average this
year, but more than the average for
the two years.

It was found that from tho begin.
niug of harvest to June 21st, in 1878,
und to Juno ZOtb, in 1879, there is;
but little difference in tho yield, but
that alter those dates, especially in
ibta, the decreases. The actual
decrease was greator than is indi.
catod by the table, as 18 varieties
which yielded less than 15 bushels to
the acre, and are not includo.d in the
table, all ripened June 29th, or later,

1878, and Jnne zlst, or later, in
1879. With a selection from the va
rieties ripening before June 21sl, the
tiraeot harvest extends over thirteen
days, which in most cases is sufficient
time to enable the cultivator to nar.
vest his crop when it is in just the
right stage. Professor Tracy thinks
that by a proper selection ot seed
during a series of years it will doubt
less bo possible to extend somewhat
tho time of harvest.

Several of the varieties which suc
ceeded best in 1878, and a few of the
varieties received last fall, were sown
on the college farm, with these
crops, Mr. Maddox. farm superin
tendent, reports the following re
sults: "Clawson, two fields yield 23
and 26 bushels per acre ; silver chaff,
20 bushels; Fultz, two fields, 16 and
25 bushels. These crops were all
raised on dry white oak ridges which
have been in cultivation lor many
years, and have received almost no
manure. On ono held where Z,im--

mermau was almost a failure in 1878,
San ford and Smooth Mediterranean
were grown and yielded 15 bushels
per acre. Mold's white and Mold's
red gave only 11 bushels to the acre."

Keeping Winter Fecit. Apples
should be gathered as late as possi
ble belore cold weather, and should
be picked with the hand to insure
soundness. Pack carefully m
clean, tight flour barrel, shake down
gently and head up; place in a cool,
shady shed, that is well open to the
air, or on the north side ot a build
ing, and cover tip the tops with
boards. Lay the ban els on their
sides on rails, and if very cold cover
up with cornstalks. Keep out ot
doors as late as possible, and then
remove to a cool, dry cellar, where
air can be admitted on pleasant days
Here, also, tho barrels should bo laid
on their sides and on rails. Pears
should bo allowed to hang on the
trees until frosty nights, when they
should bo carefully hand-picke- d and
wrapped separately in paper and
packed in shallow boxes, where they
can be easily examined, for some of
them will probably rot. Ivcep cov
ered to prevent shriveling. Place in
a cool, dry cellar, and as they begin
to ripen, bring into a warm room
and wrap in woolen cloth, and their
flavor will bo highly increasod
Grapes can bo kept well into the
winter if care is exercised. Choose
the lato ripening sorts, such as
Clinton, Catawba, Diana, Isabella,
etc. Select the finest and most ma
tured bunches, carefully cutting out
tho decayed grapes, if any, being
careful not to disturb tho bloom;
after sweating a few days on a shelf
in a cool place, pack in baked saw
dust or cotton batting, ono layer of
sawdust and one layer of grapes, and
so on; keep at an even temperature
and cool as possible at about f reez
ing point.

a century ago. Tew persona of this

generation know anytiangoi rrenuss.wno
died in 1850, and was in many respects a
very remarkable man. Ho was consid-

ered, in his day, the most eloquent orator
the Soutb, and ne proDaDiy was sucn,

many persons ranking him as superior to I
Henrv Clav in his best estate. He was,
like so many men who have distinguish-
ed themselves in the South, native to and
educated in the North, having been born

Portland, Me., been graduated at
Bowdoin, and studied law at Uorham, in
that State, before he reached his majority
he went South to seek his fortune, and
resolved to settle at Natchez, Miss.,
where he was admitted to the bar at
twenty-on- e. Three years later he re-

moved to Vicksburg, and gained a high
reputation as an advocate. He was sent
to the State Legislature and to Congress;
but, soon dissatisfied with politics, he
devoted most of his time to his profes-
sion. He was a Whig, and, as a candi-
date for Presidential elector, stumped
the State for General Harrison. Strongly
opposed to repudiation, and using all
his influence against it, he was so dis-

gusted with the course of Mississippi
that he quitted the State and went to
New Orleans to reside, returning only
(taring his last illness to Natchez, where
he died in his forty-secon- d year, his fame i

ias an orator was wide-sprea- d, and iul
memoirs contain many sprcimens of his
eloquence. Henry Clay, writing of him
alter bis death, said: "ite was distin
guished by his rich, chaste, immeasur-
able imagination, and exhaustless re-

sources of which he brought in a beauti-
ful language and happy illustrations to
the aid of ample logical power." John
J. Crittenden said: "It was impossible
to know him without feeling for him ad-

miration and love. His genius was rich
and rare; his heart warm, generous and
magnanimous; his manner particularly
graceful and genial. Eloquence was

part of his nature. Over his private
conversation as well as his public speech-
es he scattered its sparkling jewels with
more than royal profusion." When
Prentiss went from the North to Missis-

sippi, and became prominent at the bar,
several rival lawyers, obeying the "chiv-
alrous customs of the South, sought to
draw him into quarrels, hoping to get
rid of him by fighting him away or kill-

ing him in a rencontre or duel. He was
intrepid asLeonidas.and though opposed
to duelling on principal, adopted it in
practice, because he believed that, hav-

ing made his home in the South, he
eould not well do otherwise. He often
said, "If a man does not fight down here,
his courage is suspected, and as fighting
is the fashion 1 have decided to follow
it." He gave everybody satisfaction
who asked for it, and the community,
seeing his perfect willingness to shoot
and be shot at, tempered its pugnacity
with discretion. Jx. i . Times.

Thb Commf.mokation of Pokpeii's
Eighteen Hundred Yeabs

Aoo. The destruction of Pompeii
eighteen centuries ago, was recently
commemorated in the presence of an im-

mense conconrse of spectators, mainly
from Italy, and of scientific men from
every country in the world. The weath
er was beautiful, and the guests had
delightful day to wander among the
ruins and examine the relics which have
been removed from the ancient city
From a povilion erected in the ancient
Basilica, Professor Huggleri, the director
of the excavations, delivered an address,
explaining the newest mode of prosecut
ing discoveries, and giving an account of
some of the more important discoveries
that have been made since the excavations
were commenced. He attempted to de
scribe to the guests assembled in the
city as it must have appeared eighteen
hundred years ago, and referred to the
account of the destruction of the city and
Herculaneum as recounted by the young-
er Pliny in his famous letter to Tacitus,
giving an account of the death of his
uncle, the elder Pliny. Count Guan-cia- li

and Mgr. Mirabelli then declaimed
Latin verses, commemorating the event
After a visit to the ruins excavations
were begun under Signer Huggleri's
superintendence. The spectators eagerly
watched the process. Stratum after
stratum was removed. In the first layer
vases were discovered, in the second a
mass of cinders, which gradually reveal-
ed several bronze vases of various sizes,
two of them perfectly exquisite silver
handles, and so many bracelets, brooches,
rings, coins, kitchen utensils and
earthen vases. Under them were found
wooden beams and sacks of partially
calcined corn. The objects that were
discovered will enrich the museums of
Naples and Pompeii. A spacious re-
freshment tent was erected on an emi-
nence commanding a lovely panorama.
Capital music was furnished by orches-
tras from various Italian cities. Vesuvius
looked more threatening than usual and
all day long vomited a continuous stream
of lava and smoke. Cable, Dispatch to
