A NIGHT IY A GAMBLING HOUSE.

They were Lard times for me in San
Franvisco in the pioneer days of the
winter of 1852 1868, Reco
from a severe and nearly fatal illness,
I was totally without means or any
steady employment.

A dull, hopeless despair seized upon
me, und life and death were alike in-
different. In the daytime -it was bettor;
some little employment could some-
times be had to keep away the wolf,
hunger, and make u few dollars,

I had obtained work for a few days,
and by that means put something in my
pocket, but still it was only a tempor-
ary relief; and, after the small snm was
eked out to its utmost eapacity for
bread, then, as had happened before,
another period of suffering was to come.
All this, combined with past misfor-
tunes, nearly broke down my spirit,
and hope was departing from the hori-
zon of my fature. I was weary of dis-
appointment, almost of life. In this
unfortunste state of mind, reckless as
indifferent, I was one evening walking
along a street of San Franeisco, which
led by a wharf to the water’'s edge. I
had a half formed idea in my head
that on reaching its termination, I
should have before me the means at
least, by which conld be ended all my
sufferings. As I recollect my feelings
at the time, I do not imagine that for
& moment I seriously contemplated
