Lax Fraxcisco, June 5—FEarly in the
week reports from the country were re-
ceived of a highly uvusatisfactory nature,
It was stated that the crops in wany see-
tions were blighted by hot winds, and
heavy losres were anticipated.  Reports
were, withont doubt, exnggerated, and
the cool weather of the past few days has
done much to revive the plant, even
where theeffects of the wimls, was wost
noticeable. While there has been some
slight loss from this cause, the extent of
whirh cannot be acenrately obtained st
present, there are two puipts ihat may be
settled: The wheat crop will be Jarge and
quality gouvd, No reliable estimates of
amount for export are obtained; bat it
will, beyond doubt, exceed that of any
former year.

The tonnage sapply is certain 1o be
small for several mouths to come, the
amount on the way being some 30,000
tons below thut booud here at this time
last sepson, and over 70,000 tons below
total in 1878. The present list shows thal
little is due here within the next 30
duys, and free arrivals cannog be expected
till Inte in the fall. Attention has al-
remdy been eallad to the fact that many of
the ships pow reported to be on the way
here have yet Lo arrive at ports under
which they are placed in the published
list. This fact makes tonnuge to arrive
in the early hurvest months much less
than at first appears to be the case, and
renders comparison with former years
misleading unless the sitnation is fully
understood.  Spot tonnage is less by one-
halfl than at this date last year. The ont-
look, therefore, even conceding recentiy
current estimates of supply and Jdemand
