Cala Day With Our

Citizens.

When It was finally announced that
President Hayes would in the course
of his travels lo Oregon, pass through
our little city, our citizens immed
lately took steps to give the President
and tbe party accompanying a hearty
welcome.

On Friday last a call was issued for
our citizens to meet at the court house
for tbe purpose of taking some steps
towards a proper recognition of our
President. Quite a number of our
prominent citizens in response to the
aitll met on Friday evening, and the
meeting was called to order by the
Hon. J. ' C. Fullerton, and Wm. I

Fnedlander, Esq., was chosen as Presi
dent, and R. Newcomb, Esq., secretary.
After some general discussion tbe fol

PREPARATIONS .

During Monday and Tuesday the
ladies of the committe, in connection
with many others, were busily em-

ployed ia trimming wreaths and
floral decorations with which to adorn
tbe hotel, the residence of Jud
Willis and the arch of Welcome that
was ereeted aero&s the street from
Marks' building to M. Josephsons.

Our city was all commotion in mak
ing preparations, and tbe people from
the surrounding country poured In to
help and assist our citizens in show--
ng their regard to the Chief Magis
tral ol our Nation. By Wednesday
morning the streets were full and
every available room in town was en-
gaged. Never in the experience of the
oldest Inhabitant was such an ex
citement seen. The streets and build-
ings were loaded with evergieeus and to
bunting, and the national emblem
waved from every point- - The evening
train of Tuesday brought a number of
visitors from abroad, while the spe as
cial train that arrived from Portland
and Salem on Wednesday added a
crowd of the most prominent citizens of
of our state to the number-

Promptly at half past three o'clock
the procession formed and moved out
of town, and proceeded to tho top of
Sheridan's hill, about two miles south
town, where, in a few moments, the 51

stage having tbe Presidential party on
boaid drove up. Wm. Carll Esq., di-

vision agent for the stage Co., intro-
duced Geu Lane to the President aud
the General said: "Mr. President it Is C
my duty as well as my pleasure to
welcome you in behalf of the citizens
of Roseburg to Douglas county. We
hope your vist amongst us will be one
of pleasure and profit, while we are
pleased to extend to you the curtisies
of our people." Tbe President simply
said "thank you." Mr. Hayes then
descended from tbe stage and was ii
troduced to those present aud entered
tbe carriage with Gen. Lane, Judge
Watson and Judge Willis, Mrs. Hayes
took a seat with Hon. J. C. Fullerton
Gen. Sherman laughingly remarked
that he did not desire to descend as he
bad a fine team to ride behind aud the
patty had nothing but cuyuse horses.
Tbe stage fell in behind the carriage
containing Mr. Hayes and the proces-
sion entered town. The streets were
densely crowded and the party was
received with great enthusiasm as they
passed through the street and were
taken to the residence of Judge Willis.

AT W. . WILLIS'
Tbe party were immediately shown to
their rooms where they were enabled
to get rid of some of tho dust that had
accumulated during the trip. About
six o'clock p. u., anumber of the citi
zens of Portland and.Salem called and
made sucn arrangements as were
deemed necessary for the following
day. Dinner being ready the party
sat down and enjoyed themselves until
about 7 P. m.

TUX EECEITION.

At 7:45 o'clock, President Hayes and
Mrs. Newcomb, Mrs. Hayes and Mr.
R. Newcomb Secretary Ramsey, Gen
Sherman, Gen's. Howard and Morrow
proceeded to the Metropolitan hotel,
where the reception took place. Mr.
Newcomb afflciated as master of cere
monies and introduced Gov. Thayer
and Secretary of State Ear hart; tbe
Governer in a few pleasing and timely
words extended to the President and
his party and invitation to becomo a
guest of the State of Oregon and to
visit the Capitol during his stay. The
President answered, thanking the
Governor and stating the programme
that had been laid out. Secretary Ear--
hart then addressed the Presiden t and
reiterated the invitation of Governor
Thayer. Calls being made for the
President, the party ascended to the
balcony of the hotel where tbe Hon.
James F. Watson introduced the Presi-
dent to the public in the following
words:

Mr. President: The people of Rose
burg wish to take this opportunity of
welcoming you to their city and of
conveying to you an expression of
their esteem for your personal char-
acter as well aH their respect for the
high office wB rou you hold. In this
tribute I can assure you that we all
Join without regard to political afflic-
tions. Ii your journey you have vis-
ited cities of prodigal wealth and
pastern magnificence, but in none I
hope have vou met with a warmer
welcome. Like the widow's mite our
homely welcome is all that we can
give, but such as it is it is yours. Ore-
gon has been a state of the union for
more than twenty years, and you are
the first president of tlie United Slates
who has visited u. Allow me atratn,
in tne name oi a! tne people or j;oe- -'

burg to welcome you Lo our town and
'slate. Fellow citions, allow iue to!
jroduce toyou R. B Hayes, presi

j dent of the United States.

THE POINTS IN THK CASE.

On Monday next the citizens of

Roseurgwill be called upon to vote
for or against amendments to the city
charter. There would be, perhaps
nothing surprising in this, were It
not that the amendments proposed
were conceived in the brains of Fink
and Mosher, who personal hatred
has found an abiding place, and whe
there exists but a thought looking to
tbe personal injury of s man whom
the parties named cannot hurt other
wise.

the people of Roseburg by having the
work done to gratify their personal
spite before the people knew what
they were doing or what they wanted.
In the same brains in which the
black-mu- d swindle found creation, in
the same darkness that lnlaray found
fife, in a back-roo- in dark corners,
and for personal gain has this last con-

spiracy been hatched.
We have argued this question before.

We have challenged Fink, Mosher and
others to show us by the opening of
the street in question that the people
would be benefitted therebv. There
has been no answer. Then what are
we to believe? simply that the people
of Roseburg are asked to help Fink and
Mosher and others to injure Abraham
for the reason only, they do not like
Abraham. It is enough to fight one's
own battles without taking un the
wars of others; it is enoughj for the
people of Boseburg to pay for their
own nt and the advance
ment of their own town interests, vith- -

paying more to help Fink and
others fight Abraham, There has been
too mueh of that kind of work In
county affairs already. If Fink and
Abraham have their quarrels.'let them
alone to settle their quarrels, without
calling upon the people to belppay the
expenses. And in this case,; where
Abraham asks only quiet possession of
property for which he has paid his
bard-earne- d money, how can tue peo-

ple, who are benefitted by bis enter-

prise, ever consent to vote for robbery?

THE MEETING.

Last Friday evening there was a

"fiieelihg of the tax-paye- rs of Roseburg
at the court house. After Judge
Mosber and Hon. L. F. Lane had
spoken upon the proposed amendments
to tbe city charter, Gen. Lane took
the stand. He opposed the amend-

ments with tbe bet of argument, and
his speech was heartily received. The
spooch had tbe fire of youth, the wis
doui gained only by experience, the
thought of one whose brain had gain-
ed power and right to respect through J
long years of serious, earnest study.
And in his speech the General begged
not the points at issue. In good, plain
English, that he might not be misun-

derstood, he declared the purposes of
the amendments to be nothing more
and nothing less than the injury of the
people by a ring the members of
which had already been beaten by the
courts and the gratification of per-

sonal spite. He pointed to the signifi-
cant fact that these proposed amend-
ments were not the work of the peo-

ple, and that the people knew nothing
of them until they were returned from
the legislature; that they weie given
existence in the womb of hate and
born in secrecy and at midnight. All
knew that they were aimed to in-

jure one certain individual. For that
individual he cared nothing he might
be sunk into perdition for all he cared;
but that individual was an American
citizen, a tax-pay- and was eutitled
to protection in his rights. He wanted
nothing more than the old charter; it

gad served us well in tbe past, and it
was good yet and better than the new
one proposed when the new one was
Intended to gratify personal hatred
and work personal injury. He showed
that the proposed new charter would
rob tbe pee pie of their rights, and he
urged tbe people to remember it was
best that they should be their own
masters. In proof of this he called the
attention of the tax-paye- rs of Rose-bur- g

to this one solemn, startling truth
In tbe history of the world, that no
people ever surrendered rights ta rulers
and ever reclaimed them.

In conclusion, let us say this: Gen.
Lane is one whose past life we must
honor, whose name is above reproach
aince it was never connected with a
disreputable act, whose experience is
greater than ours. Ho can have no
other interest in this matter than to
warn the people of Roseburg of the
danger before them. Let the tax-

payers remember hU warning and
take it into careful consideration as
they would the words of a prophet ap--

pointed by Providence. No one wants
more than Is right who is at heart
honest. No one with the feeling ot a
free man can desire to be the slave of
a ring or any one man. If we vole for
tbe amendments, in the language of
Oeu. Lane, we vote to be all this,
eincewe put ourselves id the ring's
powerto own us body, soul and
