Widish Railways.

Of Swedish railways I was told that
some are managed by the state, while
others,: like our own, are private under-
takings for the benefit of share holders.
In either case the motto "slow and sure"
seems that adopted by the management.
The trains are always slow, and gener-
ally sura to be behind at the terminus.
In either case moreover, the arrange-
ment of the trains seems specially adapted
to the public inconvenience. The time-
tables appear to be constructed on the
plan of discomforting the traveler as
much as it is possible, and giving him
the fullest chance to exercise his patience.
As a rule lie has the option of a couple
of trains a day, and must be thankful for
the privilege. He may take, say an ex-

press, which starts at five a. m., to carry
him half way, with the chance of his just
missing a train that may convey him the
remainder of his journey; or he way elect
to wait till somewhat later in the day,
when a through train is provided, which
will go at a snail's pace, and land him at
his destination abont midnight. If he
wants 'to catch a boat, which nominally
plies in conjunction with the railroad,
his fate may be worse, and a day or two
pass ere the transit be completed. Seen
simply on the way and studied in the
time-table- s, the journey may be facile and
feasible enough, but when put in execu-
tion the plans which have been formed
with an infinitude of trouble may prove
of little profit. Obstacles start up at
every stage along the route. Trains are
so delayed that they fail to fit in as an-

nounced, a rattle-tra- p vehicle breaks
down between the hotel and the boat;
or some ingenious misprint is discovered
when too late, which is fatal to the hope
of accomplishing the journey within the
time appointed. Grumblers who growl
over the bewilderments of Bradshaw,
should set themselves the task of work-

ing out the problem of a short cross-

country trip by the figures which are
furnished in a Swedish time-tabl- e; the
travelers who complain when the tidal
train from Paris is some five minutes late
should learn to exercise their patience by
a little tour in Sweden.

Talnning Frn t.

Thinning fruit is one of the practices
which will repay the culturist for the
time and labor expended in the opera-
tion. The more valuable the fruit, the
better it pas to thin it while young.
Peaches and pears, being more valuable
than apples, better repay the cost of
thinning. The best varieties of apples,
however, will well repay the expenee in
curred. The fruit should be thinned
soon after it sets. The sooner the young
fruit is removed, the less of the energies
of the tree will be consumed in its use-
less growth, and the larger and finer will
be the development of the fruit that re-
mains. The practice of thinning fruit is
commended by some of the best Ameri
can frnit culturista, such as J. J.
Thomas, President Wilder and many
others. The cost of thinning is not so
great as one might imagine it would be,
and is trivial in comparison with the in-

creased price obtained. Hon. A. S. Dyck-ma- n

of South Haven, Mich., it is said,
estimates that the cost of thinning his
peaches does not exceed 5 cents per
basket of those remaining. From one of
his trees he removed 10,000 peaches and
the ripened crop amounted to fifteen
baskets. Mr. George Parmelee, of Grand
Traverse county, is said to have sold
peaches one year from trees where the
fruit had been thinned, for 2.50 per
basket, while the fruit which had not
been thinned sold only for $1.25. The
advantage gained in thinning pears is
equally great.

the bench, and as later arrivals attempt
to dispossess them, desperate combats
take place. They fight entirely with their
mouths, and while their bodies writhe
with exertion and rage, their heads dart
out and back with surprising swiftness
Their teeth tear out deep gutters in one
another s sides, tne blood streams down.
and a furious roaring mixed with whist
ling sounds, never ceases while the bat
tie lasts. These fights are always be
tween males, and ends as soon as one
gives up the coveted position to the
other. Last May, one old bull fought
between forty and fifty battles, and when
th3 fighting season was over he lorded it
proudly over his family of fifteen or
twenty females, although one of his eves
had been gouged out and hi3 front wa
covered with gashes. When the males
take up their positions they must remain
on guard day and night, so that they
have no opportunity to go after food un
til the end of the season, in the early
part of August. Hence they fast for
three months or more. When they
come up from the sea they are so fat that
the blubber is packed about their shoal
tiers in unsightly masses. At the end of
the season they are lean, limp, abject and
spiritless, hardly able to crawl back into
the bea. .

The cows or ffemale seals generally
make their appearance about the middle
of June. The bulls then have their last
desperate fights, and those who remain
iu possession of eligible portions of the
beach monopolize the society of the fe
males. As a result of this arrangement
abont two-thir- ds of the youthful male
seals are cut off from female companion-
ship. These seals are known as the
bachelors and herd together by thousands
away from the breeding grounds, some
times miles distant. These seals are the
ones captured for their furs, and they
are actually driven along over the ground
to the slaughter fields. The Aleuts em
ployed by the company which has a
lease of the seal fisheries slip in between
the dozing seals and the water. The first
impulse of the seals when they see men
in the way they turn and scramble up
the land. The Aleuts follow keeping
the seals together and driving them
ahead as if it were a herd of swine they
were directing. Singular as it may seem
in view of the unwieldliness of the seal
when on land, it is asserted when hard
pressed, a seal can lope along as fast as
a man can run, but it is soon exhausted
and falls down helplessly Ordina
rily a drove of seals can travel
at . the rate of half a mile an hour.
Three or four men can manage as many
thousand seals. There are frequent
halts to allow the seals to rest. The
jan ting animals fan themselves with
their hind flippers, and when they have
gotten their wind again, a shout and the
clatter of bones from the Aleuts starts
the herd on its shambling, shuffling way
again. The young males are as docile as
sheep; an old bull will fight sooner than
be driven, and if such a one is caught in
a herd he is allowed to drop, behind, as
his fur is of little or no value.

The author of this report, Mr. Henry
W. Elliot, is a naturalist attached to the
Smithsonian institution, and writes from
personal observation. He thinks that if
only the bachelor seals are hunted and
the breeding places are not disturbed,
the seal lands of Alaska will remain a
regular source of support to the fur
trade. But if the breeding grounds are
hunted, the seal will be exterminated or
driven away. Many years ago the shores
of Patagonia and the Antarctic islands
swarmed with millions of fur seals, and
now they have become rare animals
where once they abounded.
