any person, nor will we now, but
have always found plenty of shooting
without advertising for it. We are
under the impression you could have
done the same, Mr. Ireland, and you
are not the first man who has challenged
Douglas county and 20ne back on ic.

The Redfields are somewhat scat

tered, but by addressing them at Gales-vill- e

you will reach some of them, and

you will be sure to be accommodated
and met half way. It will only cost

you a postal card to get all the shooting
you desire. We will not insist on

your taking any certain position. You

may lie down, sit down or stand upi
su't yourself, we claim the same priv-

ilege. The regular rules for shooting
will be strictly adhered to. Off hand
shooters have the benefit of one half
the distance; these rules all shooters
are familiar with. If you fail to come

to time now it would be better for you
to cease your blowing, dispose ef your
gun and turn your attention to some-

thing you understand, and not consid-

er yourself longer a sport.

Dr. Tlngb. J. Glenn, who whs the Demo-

cratic candidate for Governor, of California
in 1879, the most extensive farmer in the
State, was murdered by II. Miller at Ger-tnantow- n,

Colusa county, Feb. 17th.
While Dr. Glenn was walking along the
porch of Jacinto hall Miller fired at him with
a shot gun, the charge striking him n the
head and killing him in a few hours. The
murderer II. Miller, is a man of family, and
about 53 years of age. He has been intim-

ately acquainted for years with Dr. Glenn.
Twice has Dr. Glenn started him in business,
the last time at Colusa, but being an intem-

perate man, he did cot succeed. "

Finally he
was compelled to resort to the menial labor
of herding geese at paltry wages", when Dr.
Glenn again took pity on him and gave him
a situation as his book-keep- er at a salary of

75 a month. Last Monday the Doctor aain
found him under tho influence of liquor aud
severely reprimanded him, when Miller re-

torted iu vile and abusivo language, where-

upon he was discharged. As soon a3 Miller
saw his victim fall he turned to es cape by
going across a field in a southerly direction.
Just then R. M. Cochran, general superin-tenda- nt

for Dr. Glenn, hearing of the crime
rushed for a Henry rifle and started in pur-
suit. When within hailing distance he. or-

dered Miller to Btop. Miller then turned
upon Cochran and told him not to approach
he would shoot, having taken his shot gun
along. Cochran seeing no other way of

capturing ,the murderer,shot at Miller. The
bullet entered the fleshy partf his thigh.
Being wounded, Miller threw up his hands
and called for mercy. He was then trans
ferred to Colusa jaiLV:. Dr Glenn owned

55,000 acres of land in Colusa county of which
45,000 are in cultivation. He usually raised
250,000 centals, of wheat every year- - He
also had large cattle and farming interests
in Oregon aud Nevada. He employed hun-

dreds of men, aud was always generous and
kind to his employes.

Ah Explosion

On Friday Feb, 20th at half past nine an
explosion of giant powder - occurred, at the
railroad excavation in East Portland, which
is under the management of of Al McKenzie,
under the following circumstanses. In the
prosecution of the work, wells are sunk down
in the high bank to a depth of about forty
feet, into which a quantity of giant powder
is put, and at noon the same exploded, throw-

ing a large quantity of earth outloosely.ready
ior ine steam suovei. Jwr. JVicivenzio lctt a
gang of chinamen with a number of kegs
whilehe went down into one of the wells to
attach the fuse to about 150 pounds of

powder there. It appeared that the china-men- ,

at the same time, were preparing to
load another well about fifteen feet away.
One of lhem,iu3tead of going at it in a proper
manner, teok a hatchet and went to chopping
a 25-pou- nd keg of tha giant powder. An
explosion resulted, and as there were three
other kegs of similar size standing near, the
whole hundred pounds went off at once Of
the fifteen Chinamen standing near, ten arc
supposed to.be fatally wounded and burned
in a horrible manner. One man, tho"book- -
pian,"and the best in the gang, was thrown
a distance of forty feet. Others were thrown
iu every direction, some rolled down the em
bankment with their clothing afire. A keg
of powder was standing on the Jplatform of
the hoisting roach ine in the well where Mc-

Kenzie was at work, and the straw matting
around the same caught fire, as well as the
rope which held it. The rope burned off
and the platform went crashing down into
tie wcll.where the horrified man stood with
150 pounds of powder confined in a small
space. With rare presence ot rmna tie

jumped aside and then kicked the fire away
from the powder, and in a most marvelous
manner an explosion was averted and Mc--
Kenzie's life saved After a time another
hoisting apparatus was prepared and the
frightened man was taken out. He says
that it appeared to him he was a whole y.-a-r

in that well.

The case was given to the jury at 5 o'clock
Thursday night, and after three hours de-

liberation, came in with a verdict of guilty
of manslaughter.
