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The term of this Congress expired
by limitation on last Sunday at 12 ¥
and fully justified the verdict given by
the people at the last fall elections
which relegated the majority of its
members to private life. While its
sing of omission are many it is not
upon that ground they are condewnned.
It is trne they failed to pass the river
and harbor bill, that incoporating the
Nicaraugua eanal company, to pensicn
the Mexican _veterans, permitting the
use of domestic materidl in the con-
struction of ships, to suppress the opinm
trafic with China, and wany other
meritorious measures, but they also
failed to prss, fo:i want of time, several
very objectionable bills, such as, to
Jimit the coinage of siiver and suspend
the issue of silver cirtificates, to author-
ize the consolidation of the Southern
Pacific with other reads, to place Gen-
eral Grant on the retired Jist, and many
others equally bad.

The Ameriean people with their usu-
al magnanimity may forgive congress
for not passing the good bills in cen-
sideration of their permitting so many
had ones to fail, but no amount of char-

ity eun excuse the wrong 1t has wilful-
ly committed. Upon the meeiing of
Congress last December, with the pop-
ular voice ringing in their ears, the
Republican majority announced that
they were devoted to the cause of re—
torm, and in the mattcr of the tariff
would especially reduce the burdens
now imposed. That this was a false
pretense the result has proved. It was
too late in the day to squander the
surphus millions in the treasury upon
the usual jobs, and it became a necessity
t> reduce this surplus by lessening the
burden of taxation upon the people.
Tu order to accomplish this the high
tariff Republicans proposed to abolish
the revenue tax on whisky and tobaceo
and leave the tariff as it stood. As
this could got be effected, Klly of
Pennsylvania, prepared and elaborated
a Lill 1n the House of Representatives
which was improperly etyled a bLill to
reduce the tariff. In this hll, made
in the interkst of the monopolies, the
tariff was reduced on all articles of lux-
ury and increased on most articles in
general use by the people. This bill
was by the united efforts of the Demo-
vri@ and a few Republicans buried
during the lasp days of the session.

The senate had passed a bill substan-
tially as reporied Yy the tariff com-
mission, which had been sent to the
House upon the defeat of Kelly’s bill
the House under the gazs law took this
hill from the table, amended it by add-
ing a clause reducing the internal rev-
enue tax and sent the same to the
Senate, and a conterence committee
was appointed. This committee on the
Jid of March made a report, which
was in reality a new bill, to both hous-
es, by which it was adopted by a strict
party vote. To show the infamy of
this bill we quote the re.narks of Car-
lyle of Kentucky, in the House:

He believed public safety and public
interest demanded a redaction of the
tax, and he regretted exceedingly that
the conference committee had net
brought before the hounse such a meas—
ure as he could suppert. He had an-
nounced more than once his readiness
to vote for an average reduction of 20
per cent., on tariff duties, justly and
equitably distributed. The proposition
now submitted did not, he believed,
make a reduction of more than one
half that. The average of 25 to 40
millions ia the whole reduction would
come from internal taxes, leaving only
from twenty to twenty-one millions to
come to the tarifi duties, of which elev-
en millions would come from the single
srticle sugar. There were several ardi-
cles on wiiich the conference committee
had recommended duties higher than
either the house or senatc voted. Com-
men earthenware is one of these arti-
cles. It now paid 40 per cent. ad va-
and the conference committee recom-
mended 60 per cent; an increase of 50
per cent., or allowing for the change in
regard to package, a clear net increase
of 33 per cent. Another important
change was in the articles iron ore.
The house ater full and deliberate de-
bate, fixed the duty on iro» ore at 50
cents per ton. The senate fixed it at
the same rate. The present rate is 20
per cent ad valorem, equivalent to
about 57 cents per ton. These matters
ought to be explained to the house and
country., The rates of duty bn wool,
raw material, were to be reducel about
18 per cent, but the duties on all wool-
en goods were -increased from six cents
to eight cents per yard and from 35 and
40 per cent ad valorem to nine cents a
square yard and 40 per cent ad valo-
rem. He had no feeling of hestility
towards the gentlemen engaged in man-
ufactures. He would encourage them
by every legitimate means, but he
would not agree to do so at the expense
