HUATING APACHES.

The following extract from ‘“The Col-
onel’s Daughter,” a romance written by
an Army officer stationed 1n Arizons, s
review of which was recently printed in
the San Francisco Bulletin, reads very
much like the recent experiences of Gen.
Crook with the Apache renegades in the
Sierra Madre, south of the Mexican
boundary:

“Send Sergeant Winser here with
scouts,” 18 the low-toned order that falls
from the captian’s lips, as he and Mr.
Truscott stand, watch in hand under the
tall cottonwood at the edge of the glade;
and, obedient to the summons, a tall
splendid built soldier with bronzed
face, clear-cut features, and dark,
thoughtinl eyes, steps forward, and,
quietly saluting, stands in silence before
his commander. Following him ocame
half s dozen Apache scouts, their coarse,

- matted hair, bead-like glittering eyes,

and snaky movements giving them, de-
spite their temporary and enforced alle-
giance, an inaefinable something that
makes the beholder wary and distrustful.
These fellows, though, have been proved
in many & trying scout and skirmish
through the mountains,and their strange
Apache names have long since been
dropped for the shorter, less romantic,
but far more pronounceable titles given
by their eoldier comrades. Toyah has
become Popeorn, Kithaymi, Hopkin
(after a discharged soldier to whom he
had become very much attached). Tom-
awarechais* Whiskey,"though he doesn’t
know the taste of the article, and a vil-
lainous looking young scamp with the
npﬁmlling name of Ulyakoshorah, is
dubbedJocko for short. And here, too,
is Arabawa—Wg hington Chnr]ey—aud
he takes his place by the sergeant’s side
as Intepreter, should interpreting be ne-
Cessary.

“Lieutentant Truscott will lead you
and the scouts, sergeant. He found
signs six miles down the valley, and we
will follow the trail whevever it goes.
Ready, Jack?" he asks. Truscott nods,
throws his carbine over his shoulder,
and without a word strides off down the
brook side. Sergeant Winser beckons
tv his Apache scouts and away thery go
at his heels. Then Tanner turns to his
troopers.

““All ready, sergeant?”

““All ready; sir.”

‘‘See to it, mep, thut your canteens
don™ rattle. Keep in the shade as much
a8 gossible. Come on.” And with Ray,
Danva and the doetor close behind Lim,
the captain follows on the trail of the
scouts, and after them, in no tactical or-
der whatever, butin perfeet silence und
readiness, the men of the two troops
trudge along briskly, For a little while
the trail is so narrow and winding that
they move ip single file, but little by
little the valley opens out, broader
glndes appear, the trees sparse, except
close along the bed of the stream, and
soon they ure able to spread out to the
right and left and see abont them. To
the right the foot lls roll off north
ward in wave like nndulations. To the
left only & short distance from the valley

amount of solid matter transported an-
nually by the Nile must be far lees than
that which is earried down by the rapid
streams of mountainous ocountries in
temperate climates—such, for example,
as the Upper Rhone. We have no very
satisfactory estimate of what that amount
may be, but I am disposed to think that
the ordinary computation, according to
which the average deposit over the
delta amounts to not more than a layer
one-twentieth of an ineh thick annually,
at any rate, not under the mark. But
this 13 a very interesting auestion, for it
1s obvioas that, if we may assume that
the deposit of the Nile has taken place
uniformly at a known rate, it becomes
possible, given the thickness of the
alluvial deposit in the delts, to circulate
fthe minimuom time occupied in its forma-
tion, The borings made under the di-
rection of the late Leonard Horner in
the upper part of the delta, and those
subsequently conducted by Figari Bay,
fuvor the conclusion that the natural
loose soil which fills the flat basin of the
delta nmowhere exceeds sixty feet in
depth. Assuming it to have this thick-
ness in any spot, it follows that, at one-
twentieth of an inch of deposit per
annum, it must have taken at least 14.-
400 vears to accamulate fo that thickness
at that place. Aund if so, Herodotus
seems at first, to have made a good guess
when he said that the Arabian Gulf and.
by impliecation, that of the delta might
have been filled up in ““20,000 years, or
even half the time.” Tam afraid, how-
ever, that any such modern estimate has
not a much surer faundation than the
ancient gness, For, in the first place
there are many reasons for believing
that {he action of the Nile bas not been
uniform throughont the whole period
represented by the deposit of alluviom:
and, in the second place, if it had been,
the simple process of division of the
total thickness of the alluvinm by that of
the annual deposit does not, by any
means, necessarily give the age of the
whole mass of ailuvium in the delts, or,
in other words, the time which elapsed
during the filling of the delta, as it is
sometimes supposed to do. Aoccording
ro Figarl Bay, the deepest, and there-
fore earlieat, alluvinm 1in the delta con-
taina gravel and even houlders; so that,
if these are fluviative beds, which is not
quite certain, they indicate that, at the
time when they were deposited, the cur-
rent of the Nile in this region was much
more powerful than it is now, and con-
sequently, that its annual additions were
much more considerable.—Professor
Huxley.
