A Deceased Wife’s Sister.

The passage at last by the house of
lords of the famous bill legalizing mar-
riage with a deceased wife’s sister marks
the end of the most remarkable parlia-
mentary struggle on record. The bill
has merely passed the house of lords on
second reading, but that process involves
the adoption of the principles involved
in the measure, and the further progress
of the bill is for the purpose of perfect-
ing it. Although the majority is only
seven, ‘It will serve,” us Meroutio re—
marked, and there is very slight chance
of the majority being reversed when it
eomes up on third reading.

The origin of the legisiation which
gave rise to the agitation which is now
on the point of successful termination
was carious, Before the act of 1835,
marriasges in England with a deceased
wife's sister were not void, but only
voidable; voidable, that is, by the sen-
tence of the ecclesiastical coumts, if pro-
nounced during the lifetime of the par-
ties, but otherwise legal and entailing no
illegitimacy on the children. Before
this date marriages of the kind were un-
common, but in that year it seems to
have been felt that great inconvenience
was occasioned by leaving them on this
doubtful footing. A man, for instancas,
at the age of thirty might marry his de-
veased wife's sister, and the children of
that marriage might not know for forty
years or more—not, in fact, till the death
of one of their parents—whether they
were legitimate or not. This is the rea-
son given in the preamble of the act,and
this was the argument relied npon by the
promoters of the measure in parliament.
It was not, however, denied that there
was an alternative method of overcoming
the diffioulty.

The object of the act was to do away
with the uncertainty attaching te swch
marriages. But this might have been ‘as-
serted by declaring them absolutely
valid, as well as by deolaring them ab-
solutely void; and as the former course
was not to be thought of, in consequence
of the strong religious feeling which pre-
vailed in the country, the legislature was
compelled to fall back upon the latter, it
an acknowledged and crying evil was to
be remedied at all.

The immediate occasion of the legisis-
tion of 1825 was the question raised as
to the legitimacy of the late Duke of
Beaufort, who was a son of one of thess
voidable marriages. An act was iotro-

ousa of Lords that year toremove all
doubt as to his position, and the clause
was inserted in i¢ making marriages
hitherto effected legal, but all after mar-
riages illegal. The new House of Com-
mons protected and refused to pass the
bill, but very late in the session it was
pushed through. It was accepted by the
House of Commons on the plea that it
was needful to setite at once questions
which affected the heirship to a title and
great estates; and that the whole gues-
tion of the law of marriages of aflinity
should be reopened and reconsidered.
The pledge thus given was not kept, and
the law which makes these marriages
illegal still remains on the statute
book.

As early as 1842 agitation against
“Lord Lyndhurst’s act” had attained to
very respectable proportions, for, on the
16th of March of that year the House of
Commons refused leave to Lord Francis
Edgsrton to introduce a bill to legalize
the marriages of widowers with their
sisters-in-law. But five years later—
May 13, 1847—Mr, Stuart Wortley ob-
tained a commission to inguire into the
operation of the existing law, which, it
may be added, came before the public
still more counspicuously in November,
when the Chadwick cuse was heard in
the conrt of the queen’s bench. John
Chakwick's wife, Hannah Fisher, dying,
he married her sister, Ann, whom he
deserted to marry one Eliza Bostock. He
was thereupon indicted for bigamy, but
pleaded that his second marriage was
null, and his third consequently non-
bigamoas. This plea was supported by
the courts, and consequently the rascal
got off.

The agitation was kept up actively,
and by the 6th of March, 1850, the com-
mons had become convinced of the
necessity of some reform, and passed
the bill to a second reading by 182 to
130. 1In his speech on that occasion Mr.
Beresford-Hope declared that if the
measure was passed it would be neoes-
sary for the legislature to recognize old
marriages coniracted in violation of the
law, and then went ou to give son.e euri-
ous statistics to disprove the common ss-
sertion that such marriages were only
common among the humbler classes,
Though the bill passed the commons, it
was opposed =0 strenuously in the house
of lords that the earl of St. Germains
had to withdraw it July 25th, and on the
25th of February, 1851, when it wes first
brought to a vote in the house of lorde,
only sixteen votes were recorded in its
favor, while fifty were cast against it.
The sixteen affirmative votes represented
the full strength of the party, advocating
1ts passage, which has n growing so

steadily that last year it lacked but three !
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votes of an sctual majority of a vather
foll house, :

80 strong and deep is the feeling on
the guestion, that two associations bave
been formed for ita express considera-
tion—the Marriage Law Reform Associa-
tion, organized in 1851, conducting the
agitation in favor of the bill, while the
Marriage Law Defence Association was
organized in 1860 to combat a measure
declared to be “fraught with great dan-
ger and injury to religion, morality and
family life.” Lord Daslhousie and Lord
Houghton have been the ial cham-
pions of the bill of late Yyears, and three
years ago they were reinforead by Dr.
Bickersteth, the bishop of Ripon, and
the year before had the assistance, for
the first time, of the prince of Wales.
Sines then it has been the custom for
the prince of Wales and all his brothers
to go up to the house of Lords on the
day when the bill is to come up aund to
oast their votes in its favor; but the
bishop of Ripon if the only member of
the Episcopif bench who Lias been able
to cut loose from the absurd prejudice
against it.--Chicago Inter-Ocean.

Sago prepared like custard, and then
baked, with apples or other fresh or
canned fruit, is a nice aish for a con-
valescent.

if a straw hat has been wet, and the
stiffness has departed, rub = little white
of egg mixed with cold water over it;
put it on with a flannel eloth.

Although melted butter will not
answer when making nice cake, still it
may be softened by heat so that it will
beat easily, and yet the flavor be un-
changed.

Frozen oranges for dessert on a July
day are delicions. Remove the peel and
slice the oranges; to each pound of
oranges add three-quarters of a pound of
sugur and one-half pint of water, and
freeze. .

To give consistency to a piv-plant pie,
allow to one coffee-cupful of pulp, one
heaping tablespoonful of - cornstarch;
then mix with this the yolk of three
eggs, and use the whites for a meringue.

A fancy for children's party cake is to
make plain or sponge c¢ake, and bake in
shallow tins; cut in small oblong pieces
a little larger than dominoes, and then,
with a brush dipped in melted chocolate,
make the marks aud dots.

Stewed liver is appetizing when one is
tired of fried meat and roast. Stew it in
a saucepan with a little water, in which
you have put a lump of butter, an onion
cut in slices, and a liberal allowance of
pepper and salt,

A pretty way to brighten a willow
chair is to tie two bows to the back of
the chair, a blne one at the top and a
pink or cream-colored one below it, at
about the center of the back, or have
both of them of scarlet ribbon; tie them
8o that loops and ends are aboui the
same length,

Peanut eandy is made of iwo cups of
molasses, one cup of brown sugar, one
tablespoonsul of batter, one of vinegar;
while it is boiling remove the shells and
the brown skins of the peanuts, lay
them in buttered pans, and when the
candy is done pour itover them. While
it is still warm cut it in blocks.

A one-egg bread pudding is something
greatly to be desired. Beat one egg
with one teaspoonful of flour, three of
brown sugar, one pint of milk, a little
salt; place some very thin slices of bread
in a pudding dish; then pour the cus-
tard already made over tbis, and bake
for half an hour. Fruit may be added,
and spices to suit the taste.

Veal cutlets are very nice if dipped in
eggs, then in fine bread erumbs, with
pepper, salt and and a little parsley chop-
ped and mixed with the bread. Have
some fat, very hot, in the pan before you
put the cutlets in. After frying the veal
pour most of the fat out of the pan and
make a rich gravy. Serve with mashed
potatoes, turnips and towatoes,
