the eastern base of the coast range,
where the first change of horses is made.

guille,

leisurely toward Coquille City, whick
is reached from the B. & C. B. line by
a read which diverges to the left ten
milea east of Coos City, over the high
land between the waters of the East
Fork and Cunningham Creek. Down
the east bank of this stream “Darby”
and his equines soun was carrying us,
At four o'clock we came within the
limits of Coquille City, nestling among
the grand sights of the Coquille river
rogion. Drawing up at the door of the
Olive House, Mrs. Snyder, the present
chief de cuisine, welcomed us wo hLer
comfortable house.

The distance by stage road from Fair-
yiew is ten miles; the fare one dollar
“Fhe route is not particularly attractive
gbove that region, save in the fact that
the level uplands between the valleys
of the East Fork and Cunningham
Creek, give unmistakable evidence of
adaptation to the wants of poor fam.
ilies seeking homes, beinz not more
difficult to clear of timber than the
farms new under a high state of culti-
vation in the adjacent region.

On Cuynuingham Creek we encoun-
4ered the ‘Coquille wagon,” which is used
for a great deal ¢f farm transportation.
It is a sled, and musc derive its name
from the similarity of use, ns snow
gearcely ever falls in this immediate
section,

On the 18th tke “humorists” joined
themselves to a party of Roseburg cap--
italists en-route for Coos Bay. Pro-
cegding down the Coquille river on the
steamer Cores, Capt. Reed, eight and
one-half miles, we debarked at the
moath of Beaver slough, where we took
a skiff propelled by two men, to a point
four miles from the Coquille river,
svhere we transferved to a stont wagon
and rede faur miles and a half to the
Isthmus slough, Coos Bay. Traveling
by an epen boat resembling a skiff’ of
the “land lubber,” we reached Utter
City, 1n two and ome-half miles. At
this point we saw the first deep water
auchorage for ocean sieamers, and
psse’, on board the bay steamer Myr-
tle, close to the huge coal bunkers, from
which the steamer Arcata regularly car-
riss Coas Bay coal to the San Francisco
market.  Our néxt stoppage was for
ithe transfer of mailat Coos City, and
yeached Marshfisld at five o'clock.

At 10 o'clock of the 19th morning of
July, 1883, we rounded the point of
jand above Empire City and came in
sight of the illimitable cloud-bauleyest-
ing over the offing of the harbor »f
Cloos Bay. ‘At twelve we ascended the
Lluff near Empire City and caught our
first glimpse of the Pacific Ocean.
Witn a glass we surveyed Point Argo

At Dora a wagen road leals down
the East Coquille to Myrtle Point,
where travelers take tide steamer for
Bandon. This route is preferred by all
—who prefer it.

Incidents of interest during the trip
are numerous: Carter, who drives from
West Laird to Coos City is an expert
with mustangs. During the trip oyer,
the hostlerat Middle Creek Station had
to secure his assistance in quieting a
glass-eyed cayuse that had taken the
stable, Ouce subdued he appeared very
lamb-like, “O!d Charley,” a horse well
known by travelers on the overland
line, has constantly to be watched, as
he never misses an opportunity to shy
if there is a chance to break something
by getting out of the road, 1t is need.
less to say he has found work where
there is no chance to throw the stage
down the giade.

At Coquille City—moving naturally
from a horse to an editor-—we met
Dean of the “Coquille Herald.” His
rotund form is entirely too “phat” for
this age of “lean” tgpe, and so we arve
Just mean enough te tell a story we
heard about him, His wife secured his

services in constructing a “clothes
press,” In mailing the various pieces

together he found that they did not
match, so he just put Lis “form,” weigh-
ing 250 pounds, where it would de the
most good in bringing the pieces togeth-
er. There was a loud crash in the gar-
vet just then. His wife came upon the
scene and found not only a wreck
of the “clothes press,” but her husband
in a state of chaos, with his feet in the
air and a very painful rent in his back
six inches long.

Miss Bilger, Miss
Chitweod and Miss Dowell, of Jackson
county, are spending the summer
months there. The other fellow of the
“pair” returns thanks to Mrs, Tenbrook
for shells and curious marine plants.
Murs. T. is making the Lockhart Heuse
a very popular hotel. ' Ihe short-haired
poet could hard'y close this account of
a pleasant trip without saying a word
in favor of the Central Hetel in Marsh-
field. It is as well conducted as could
be desired; and i3 a welcome home to
travelers on the Bay.

_Thha Last Strike.

At precisely noon, Washington time,
on July 20, tke telegraph operators
throaghout the whole United States
dropped their keys and refused to work.
The effect of this action was startling
towthe business comwmunity, although
previous information has bean received
that such an event might occur, The
public, and especially the commercial
world, has been so long accustomed to
rely upon the telegraph, that the post 1
and express services were entirely
unprepared to be relegated to the man-
ner of doing business twenty years ago,
still sach must be the case unless some
compromise be effected. This strike is,
says the Brothetheod of telegraphers,
the result of the tyranny and unjust
treatment meted out to them during the
past ten years, during which time thfee
goueral reductions in wages have been
made. The present average for com-—
mercial operators in this stateis $54 43
per month, and the average of railroad
operators is §39 50; besides, operators
are not allowed extra eompensation for
Sunday work, and railroad operators
at stations where but one man is ewm-
