The Tragedy of an Egyptian Wife.

Rifaat Bey, who left Cairoon the night
of January lst in charge of a Oircassian
uard, is more fortnnate than Mahmoud
gami Barudi; his wife, although a lady
of renk and supposed to have been sub-
jected to ‘““pressure” in high quarters to
induee her to remain in Cairo, persisted
valiently in her resolution to accompany
her huu{and into exile. The prefect of
polioe, it is said, was sent to Mme Rifaat
to urge many reasons why she should not
forsake her native land. Was she aware
Rifaat's destinution was Malta? It was
& Christian country; attempts would be
made %o destroy her faith, to compel her
to turn Christian. To all this Mme, Ri-
faat’s answer was the answer given by
Ruth long ago—where her husband
went she would go; if he became a
Christian, she would become one too; his
people should be her people, his God
her God. Very touching, and so far as
the lady is concerned, noble also. But
whether Rifaat Bey himself deserves fo
be the object of such absolute devotion,
an incident that occurred on the plat-
form gives one cause to doubt. Rifaat
was calmly seated in a first-class car-
ringe; and the exile’s impassive dignity
and calm whilst the sound of women’s
wailings came from ibe waiting room
impressed one as quite heroie, whilst
. one.was allowed to hold the delusion
that it signified indifference to his
Wgwn misfortunes. In an adjoining car-
ringe were Mme. Rifsat and a femals
“slave, both of them closely veiled and at-
tired in the black buggy gowns Egyptian
ladies float aboutin: mysterious balloons,
known to be human only by the voices
that proceed from them. These ladies
were silent, and appeared naturally dis-
pirited; but two fine little boys, the eld-
est being about ten years of age, stood at
the carriage window, and talked away
cheerfully in French to the European
visitors ‘who bad come to wish them
-speed. Presently this impression
of fine fortitude, and a brave acceptance
of banishment by a whole family rather
than that its honored head should go
forth a solitary exile, was wofully dis-
turbed and the head of the family him-
self made to appear in anything but an
amiable light. From the black crowd of
wailing women in the distance suddenly
one woman broke, throwing off the grasp
of thoss who tried to bold her, and, rush-
ing up to Rifaat, ber veil all torn and
her beautifal faoce (one of the most bean-
tiful I have ever seen) literally bathed
in tears, cried (in truth with an exceed-
ingly bitter ery!), ““For the love of
heaven give me back my child!” She
spoke in Arabic; but her gesture and her
despair were so eloquent that the En-
glish gentlemen round the carriage
started, and in delicate compassion drew
back from her and let her plead her
cause as she might. DBut they had not
taken into consideration the high disdain
a8 digoified oriental puts into his in-
tercourse with women. Rifaat Bey,
who had a cigarette in his mouth and
continued smoking whilst the poor wild
creature poured forth her complaint,
only took it out of his mouth to say one
word, signifying, ‘*Be off with you,” and
a8 a hideous black Nubian came up
quieckly, the Bey nodded to him with the
same gesture with which he might have
ordered the slave to brush a fly, and so
the poor woman was led away weeping
aloud and beating her breast. Then the
story was whispered round that this was
the Rifat's first wife, whom he had di-
vorced. Buat an Egyptian, like most
easterns, sets great store by his sons,
even though he has grown to hate their
mother, and so Rifat earries away into
exile the omnly child of this poor de-
serted creature, whom I should judge by
her fair hair complexion and lovely oval
face, and also of her perfect knowledge
of French, to have been a Circassian
slave:; chosen for her beauty and trained
in sccomplishments, like the “‘fair Per-
gian” in the “"Arabian Nights,” was mar-
ried as the “‘fair Persian” hersell was, to
be thrown aside as lightly. After all,
the Nubian emnuch would scem to have
reasoned with the poor mother more
compassionately than his unattractive
countenance promised; for after a
time she returned with her veil ar-
ranged, and only weeping quietly.
She passed Rifaat’s carriage with bent
head, and only stopped at the adjoining
one. She had brought sweetmeats with
her for the boy, and put them into his
hands, and kissed him weeping; whils he
accepted all her fondness with a placid
indifference which led one almost to hope
his stepmother might follow out the
traditions of storyland and give him
oause to regret the affection he valued so
lightly. After a few moments the Nubian
came near the carriage and seemed to re-
mind the weeping woman she had
promised there should be no fresh dis-
turbance. This time she walked back to
the other women quietly, and until the
trein had started we saw no more of her.
Later, one of the saddest scenes I have
ever witnessed was that of t'e black-
gowned women ronnd her, their guard
of eunuohs standing with clasped arms
watching them, whilst they wialed over
her on the monotonous note Egyptian
women dwell upon in lamentation. The
divoroerl wife and bereaved mother was
distingunishable by her torn white veil
and uncovered face, and also by her
silence. Sheseemed ‘{0 have exhausted
ief, or at any rate her sence of mourn-
iog, and sat there amongst the dark
figures almost us though she were dead
and these were the funeral guests invited
to bewail her.—St. James Gazette.

# A Tale of Treasure Trove.

About two months ago there floated
through the newspapers an item to the
effect that Anna Chute, 8 workwomsan in
the paper mill of the George W. Wheel-
wright Paper company at North Leo-
minster, in this state, bad found $1500 in
a bale of paper stosk which she was en-
gaged in sorting. The money was in two
treasury notes,$1000 and $500 respective-
ly, of the first issue. On tracing the
matter it was found that the bale, which
was mostly writing paper, was one of a
lot bouggt. in New York. There was
abundant evidence in the papers that
they had come from a certain New York
city bank, and ocorrespondence was at
once begun with that bank with a view
to determining the question if the money
belonged to the imstitution. Asked if the
bank had met with any loss, the reply
came that since the bank was chartered,
mwany years ago, but one loss had oc-
curred, and that was in the autumn of
1873, when $1500 had disappeared from
a teller's tray,and had never been found.

The New Mode of Vaccination.

The British Medical Association, has
lately had under notice Dr. Moor's new
method of vaccination. His plan is to
maks with a perfectly nlean sharp lancet,
five or six single soarifications, holding
the lancet as a pen is held, resting se-
curely but gently on the arm of the per-
son operated on, whieh is held with the
left hand. Thus performed, the opers-
tion is said to occupy scarcely two seo-
onds, and when done lightly, but suffi
ciently, does not waken a sleeping infant
nor cause a child to cry, provided the at-
tention be diverted by gently stroking
the arm, or otherwise engaging the atten-
tion., The lymph from the arm of an-
other cbhild, preserved in tubes or on
points, is then gently rubbed with the
flat of the lancet or charged points across
the little wound, which may be made by
slight traction of the adjacent skin, ‘rhe
result of this mode of operation is found
to be one or more, usunally two, separate
vesicles or an oblong componnd, one at
the site of each pair of seratebes, and one
at the site of the single seratch, or more

if six were made in all, or if they were |

made longer than nsual. It is peither
necessary nor desirable that the incisicns
be made at all deep. .
