CAPTURING A STILL.

Martin Luther.

The celebration of the four hundredth
anniversary of the birth of Martin
Luther, which took place on the 10th of
November, 1883, awakens a new interest
in his history and the work he accom-
plished.

He was born on the 10th of November,
1483, of humble parentage, at Eisleben,
Saxony. There was little remarkable
about him as & boy. Others were as
studious and capable, and when he at-
tended the University of Erfurt it is
doubtful if he was any more proficient
in his studies than is many a young col-
legian of to-day. But he was a consci
entious student, who wunted an original
knowladge of all things, and there was a
mighty energy and determination about
bhim which could not be put down when
oace aroused. While in the Augustine
convent at Erfurt be conceived an idea
but for which he might have passed his
life in the seclusion of the eloicter, He
went through a spiritual crisis, revolving
in his mind the teachings of the ehurch,
and poring over the old books in the li-
brary, and it was then that a conviection

took root in his soul that sins could only
be forgiven through the grace of God.

It was little thought by the people of
Wittenberg that the young man insacer-
dotal robes, who advanced such strange
ideas in lecturing at the university, was
to make the town famous in history, and
change tha thought of the world. Tt was
in Witt8nberg that he nailed the ninety-
five theses against the sale of indulgences
upon the gate of the echureh, and offered
to maintain them in the university
against all impugners. At Wittenberg
he published those famousaddresses and
treatises about the year 1520, which
sowed the seeds of reformation abroad
in the land. It was there, too, that he
burnt the theses of Tetzel and the pope’s
bull at the gate of the city. Ail Ger-
many was convulsed with excitement,
and Luther was s ummoned before the
diet at Worms. With heroie courage he
resolved to obey the summons, In spite
of the threats of enemies und the anx-
iety of friends, he attended the diet and
defined his position to the'assembled sov-
ereigns. He closed his speech with
those famous words: “‘Here I take my
stand. I can do no otherwise, so help me
God. Amen.” Despite the awfnl me-
nace of the pope and the priests, Luther
continued to scatter the seeds of reform,
and Lis eloquence courage and power,
displayed on many famous oceasions,
determined the fortunes ¢f the Refor-
mation. About the lust important act of
his life was the maintenance of his pecu-
liar views in regard to the sacrament of
the Lord’s supper at the famons confer-
ence of Marburg, and in February, 1546,
sixteen years afler, he died.

The people of Wittenberg held a cels—
bration in advance of the official com-
memoration on the 12th of September.
It wus a great day for this old town,
where Lnther first made publie his con-
vietions and defended them. About 50,-
(00 people were present, among whom
were  the Crown Prince Frederick
William, Prince Albrecht and Herr Von
Gossler, minister of eccleriastical affairs.

In America his birthday will be cele
brated everywhere, and in some cities
the celebration will cortinue for two or
three days. A statue of the great re-
former wiil be erected in Washington
near the Linther Memorial chursh. It is
sbont double life size, ropresenting
Luther standing in clerical robes, and
resembling the magnificent figure on the
famons monument at Worms. A nutional
committee are now perfecting uwrrange-
ments for the event.

On the 13th of April, 1525, Martin
Lnther married Catharine de Bora, a nun
in the Cistercian convent of Nimptchen,
which she had entered at an early age.
She was born on the 29th of January,
1499. After she had become acquainted
with the doetrines of Luther she was no
longer content with monastie life, and
determined to withdraw from it. Her
relatives refused to permit sueh an
uction, and with eight other nuns she ap-
plied to Luther for assistance. He
seenred their liberty in 1523, and coming
to Wittenberg, Catharine becams an in
mate in the house of a burgomaster.
Through his friend, Nicholas Von Ams.
dorf, Luther offered her the hand of a
pastor in Orlamuende. 8he declined this
offer, but declared herself willing to
marry Von Amsdorf or Luther himself,
Soon after this the great reformer touk
her for his wife, despite the protest of
both friends and enemies. His will left
ber all his possessions so long as she re-
mained a widow, which, as it BEEIms, wWas
not a very liberal dower, for aftéer
Luther's death the elector of Saxony and
Christian ITL. of Denmark contributed
from time to time to her support. Her
death occurred ut Torqua on the 20th of
December, 15562,

. Jane Lennon,

The recent death of this, the sole sur-
vivor of all the slaves once hell in bond-
age in the northern states, has been
aonounced. She passed away peacefully
in New York at the age of 9 years. Her
lots had fallen in pleasant places, Her
owners had been considerately kind to
her. She experienced but little differ
ence between a condition of slavery and
a condition of freedom. She was born in
the year 1784 and was older than the
federal constitution. Forty three years
she was a slave. In 1816 she passed from
Mr. Lennon’s,her master’s, possession to
that of a Mr. Merrick. The latter was
as kind to her a8 the former. In 1817
a law was enacted declaring the absclute
emancipation of all slaves in the com-
mouwealth of New York at the expira
tion of ten years, on the fonrth day of
July, 1827, But this hardly afected
ber. She was a contented and appre-
ciated domestic whether as bond woman
or freed woman. She maintained a
brightsome cheerfulness through life.
Up to her seventy-fifth year she took de-
light in such household duties as were
allotted to Ler, such as cooking and the
care of children. Then sizns of feeble-
uess appeared and Mr, Merrick died.
From the death of Mr. Merrick, which
oseurred rbowt twenty yeurs ago, she
naver recovered her joyous spirits, Her
gentleness and desire to be useful re-
wained, but an ineradieab'e meiancholy
settled upon her. She immediately began
to show signs of decline; yet np to the
age of ninety-five she was able, with the
assistavce of i cane, to hobble about the
bouse, and to ride out in pleasant
weather,

The year in which she obtained her
freedom was fhat in which the United
States government commenced to send
fieedmen back to Africa, The sctile-
ment of Liberia bad been founded in
1822 by the American colonization sce
ciety, through the ivfluence mamnly of
Henry Clay; and government to a great
expense in the forwarding of such as
were then enfranchised, and were made
to go to the continent of their forefutl.-
ers. At the same time the slave trade

s paa i bl

beiween Guinea and the southern states

Tt e

was surreptitionsly, but with much en-
ergy, carried on. The abolitionists of
the north had commeunced to be active,
and even in Baltimore a newspaper was
started called The Genius of Ui jwersal
Emancipation. It was short lived, how-
ever, as might have been expected in
that gnarter, In Boston even, at that
date, it would have been dangerous to
establish a journal of the kind. The su-
preme court of Massachusetts declared
a hundred years ago that the ‘‘equal”
passage in the declaration of independ-
ence did not apply to slaveholding. This
was about the time of the birth of Jane
Lennon. She has now gone to her re-
ward, a gentle and faithful woman
through a century of trials that were
most bardensome, and ultimats bless
ings in the world.

The Romance of a Pardon.

James McDougall, who was sentenced*
to imprisonment in the Anburn, N. Y.,
prison for ten years in October, 1877,
for burglary in the first degree, has been
pardoned. The governor gives the fol-
lowing excellent reasons for his action:

**The wife of the conviet left him and
for some time he could not discover her
whereabouts. He learned that she was
living with another man, ostensibly as a
domestic, but, as it now seems to be
conceded, actually in a very different re
lation. The husband’s repeated requests
that she shouM return to him and restore
his clild, which she had taken with her,
and his efforts in that direction were re-
sented by the man with whom she was
living. The erime of which the prisoner
was convicted consisted in his bursting
into the honse where his wife bad taken
up her abode, in the night, apparently
with the idea of reclaiming her and his
child. He was confronted by tue man
who had alicnated his wife and was har
boring her and was shot by him and
nearly killed. As soon as he had suffi-
ciently recovered of his wounds to ap-
pearin coart he was convieted of bur-
glary in the first degree and sentenced to
prison for ten years. I Nearly six years of
his term of imprisonment having expired
had but little diffiealty in agreeing with
the judge who sentenced him and the
attorney who prosecuted the indictment,
that he should be released.”

Thbe frequency of divorces among peo-
ple in the humbler ranks in Switzerland
18 accounted for by the custom of allow-
ing voung perscns to marry with the
clear understanding that if they grow
tired of each other’s society at the end of
a year, they will go before a court witha
petition for divorce on the ground of in-
compatibility of temper; and this peti-
tion is generally granted.

A house was burning st Oshkosh,
Wis., and a woman was left inside. Her
bhusband cried, “Five thonsand dollars
to the man who saves her!” A fireman
dashed in at great personal risk, and
brought her out alive. Although the
husband is very wealtlhiy, he refused to
give a dollar of the reward; but the su-
preme ecourt decides that the offer of
$5000 was  valid, and that the money
must be paid.
