In"a private copversation with Clon-
gressman Springev, ex-Postmaster Gen-
eval Junes said he had nozdoubt but
what Garfield would huve been alive
today if it had not been fer the star-
reute prosscutipns, and that he balieved
that there was a general plot, not only
to kill the President, but also the at.
tarney geueral and the postmaster gen-
eral. Willlamm A, Cook being asked
whut he had to say regarding the state-
ment made by James before Springer's
commiittee relative to his prediction of
Garfield's assassination, replied, “The
stutement is fall of mnaceuracies, but in
the comse of an interview with Car-
field I did take oceasion toward the
close of the talk to give Lim a general
warning.  From the general talk at the
time, from the comments of the news-
papers and from threats repotted in the

prlinary channels of gossip, noted that |
