A Father's Despair and Self-inflicte- d

Ieath-ll- is Son's Final Rescue-T- oo

Late to Save Ills Parent.

The graphic occurrence that is described
below is one of the most rsmarkable epi
sodes in the domestic history of America,
It is absolute truth which can readily be
verified.
